On this first day of the New Year, let us give thanks to God and
look forward with hope.
Today, the Church invites us to celebrate the Feast of Mary, the
Mother of God. What better way to begin the new year than by
honoring Mary, who holds the first place in our hearts as a model
of faith and motherhood?
Reflecting on Mary’s Life
This feast is not only a celebration of Mary's divine role as the
mother of Jesus but also an invitation to reflect on her life. Mary
was a woman of deep faith and courage. Her life was fully aligned
with God's will. Today, we are called to look to her as a model for
all of us - mothers, fathers, children, young and old, in every cir-
cumstance of life.
Saying ‘Yes’ to God
Mary is a perfect example of saying ‘Yes' to God, even when the
path ahead is unclear. When the angel Gabriel came to her, she
was young, betrothed to Joseph and had plans for her future. Yet,
she said yes to God'’s call.
