A MESSAGE FROM Fr. Arulkumar

UNAS PALABRAS DEL Padre Arulkumar

Dear Parish Family,

This Sunday’s Gospel (John 21:1-19) draws us into a
deeply personal and powerful moment between
Jesus and Peter. After the Resurrection, Jesus
appears to His disciples by the Sea of Tiberias.
There, He shares a meal with them and then turns
to Peter with a question that echoes across time:
‘Simon, son of John, do you love Me?’

It is a question not just for Peter, but for each of us.
Notice that Jesus doesn't ask Peter, ‘Do you
believe in Me?’ or ‘Do you understand everything
I taught?’ He asks about love. Because love is
where discipleship begins and where it is tested. It
is a question that cuts through all our excuses,
confusion and self-doubt. It invites us into the heart
of our relationship with Christ.

‘Do you love Me?’

This is not a sentimental question. It is a question of
commitment, of trust, of action. Jesus is asking: Do
you love Me enough to follow Me even when it is
hard? Do you love Me enough to forgive others,
to serve without recognition, to speak truth in
love, to carry your cross? It is a question that
transforms our faith from a concept into a lived
reality.

Like Peter, we may feel unworthy at times. We may
carry regret or shame, remembering the ways we
have denied Christ in our own lives. Yet Jesus does
not come to shame us - He comes to restore, to
heal and to recommission us. To each of Peter's
replies, Jesus says: ‘Feed My sheep’.

In other words: If you love Me, let that Ilove
become visible - through mercy, compassion,
presence and service.

So, we are invited to ask ourselves honestly:

How do | express my love for Christ in my daily life?
Do my words and actions reflect a heart shaped by
love?

Are there ‘sheep’ in my life - family, neighbors,
co-workers - who need to be fed with mercy,
encouragement, or simply a listening ear?

Am | willing to love Jesus not just in worship, but in
the quiet, often unnoticed moments of everyday
faithfulness?

This Easter season, may we allow this simple,
searching question - ‘Do you love Me?’ - to echo in
our hearts. And may our answer be more than
words. May it be a life lived in love for the Risen
Lord, and for the people He entrusts to our care.

Querida familia parroquial,

El Evangelio de este domingo (Juan 21:1-19) nos
introduce en un momento profundamente personal y
poderoso entre Jesus y Pedro. Después de la
Resurreccidn, JesUs se aparece a sus discipulos junto al
mar de Tiberiades. Alli comparte una comida con ellos
y se dirige a Pedro con una pregunta que resuena a
través del tiempo:

“Simén, hijo de Juan, ;me amas?”

Es una pregunta no soélo para Pedro, sino para cada
uno de nosotros.

Fijate en que JesUs no pregunta a Pedro: «¢Crees en
mi?» o «¢Entiendes todo lo que he ensefado?». Le
pregunta por el amor. Porque en el amor es donde
comienza el discipulado y donde se pone a prueba.
Es una pregunta que atraviesa todas nuestras excusas,
confusiones y dudas. Nos invita a entrar en el corazén
de nuestra relacién con Cristo.

“¢Me amas?”

No es una pregunta sentimental. Es una pregunta de
compromiso, de confianza, de accién. JesUs pregunta:
¢Me amas lo suficiente como para seguirme aunque
sea dificil? ;Me amas lo suficiente para perdonar a
los demas, para servir sin reconocimiento, para decir
la verdad con amor, para llevar tu cruz? Es una
pregunta que transforma nuestra fe de un concepto
en una realidad vivida.

Como Pedro, a veces nos sentimos indignos. Puede
gue nos sintamos arrepentidos o avergonzados,
recordando como hemos negado a Cristo en nuestras
propias vidas. Sin embargo, Jesus no viene a
avergonzarnos, sino a restaurarnos, a sanarnos y a
reconciliarnos. A cada una de las respuestas de Pedro,
JesuUs dice: «Apacienta mis ovejas».

En otras palabras: Si me amas, haz que ese amor se
haga Vvisible, a través de la misericordia, la
compasion, la presencia y el servicio.

Asi pues, se nos invita a preguntarnos con sinceridad

¢ CoOmo expreso mi amor a Cristo en mi vida diaria?
¢(Reflejan  mis palabras y acciones un corazén
moldeado por el amor?

¢Hay «ovejas» en mi vida -familia, vecinos, companeros
de trabajo- que necesitan ser alimentadas con
misericordia, aliento o simplemente un oido atento?
¢Estoy dispuesto a amar a Jesus no solo en el culto,
sino en los momentos silenciosos, a menudo
desapercibidos, de fidelidad cotidiana?

En este tiempo de Pascua, dejemos que resuene en
nuestros corazones esta pregunta sencilla vy
escrutadora: «¢Me amas? Y que nuestra respuesta sea
algo mas que palabras. Que sea una vida vivida en el
amor al Sefior resucitado y a las personas que El nos
confia.
