Walking in the Word ...
With Your Shepherd

Discipleship: A Call to Simplicity
Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

Today, on the 14th Sunday in Ordinary Time, we are invited to reflect on a powerful message from the Gospel of
St. Luke (Luke 10:1-12, 17-20). In this passage, Jesus sends out seventy-two disciples to prepare the way for Him.
He gives them simple instructions, ‘Carry no purse, no bag, no sandals, and greet no one along the

way’ (Luke 10:4).

Traveling Light

Jesus’' command to the disciples challenges us to think about what it means to live as His followers. In a world

that often values material wealth and status, Jesus calls us to ‘travel light' to depend on God's power and grace,
Nnot our possessions.

St. Francis of Assisi once said, ‘It is in giving that we receive’. This reminds us that our true worth comes not
from what we have, but from what we can offer to others.

Letting Go of Distractions

In today's world, we are often caught up in the need to accumulate - whether it is possessions, achievements
or even worries. Jesus teaches us to discern what is truly necessary. ‘Do not worry about your life, what you
will eat or drink; nor about your body, what you will wear’ (Matthew 6:25). When we let go of distractions,
we create more room for God's presence in our lives.

Humility and True Identity

When the disciples return, they rejoice that even demons are subject to them in Jesus’ name (Luke 10:17). But
Jesus reminds them not to rejoice in their power, but in the fact that their names are written in heaven (Luke
10:20). St. Teresa of Avila said, ‘Humility is nothing but truth and pride is nothing but lying’. Our true identi-
ty comes not from our achievements or status but from God'’s love for us.

A Call to Examine Our Lives

As we reflect on the Gospel, we are called to examine our own lives.

What are the ‘baggage’ or distractions that prevent us from following Jesus fully?
How can we simplify our lives to make more room for Him?

May we always remember that our joy comes from knowing that we are loved and
called by God to be His disciples.

El discipulado: Una llamada a la sencillez

Queridos hermanos y hermanas en Cristo,

Hoy, 14° Domingo del Tiempo Ordinario, se nos invita a reflexionar sobre un poderoso mensaje del Evangelio
de San Lucas (Lc 10,1-12.17-20). En este pasaje, JesUs envia a setenta y dos discipulos para que le preparen el
camino. Les da instrucciones sencillas: «<No llevéis bolsa, ni alforja, ni sandalias, ni saludéis a nadie por el
camino» (Lucas 10, 4).

Viajar ligeros de equipaje

El mandato de JesuUs a los discipulos nos reta a reflexionar sobre lo que significa vivir como seguidores suyos.
En un mundo que a menudo valora la riqueza material y el estatus, Jesus nos llama a «viajar ligeros» para de-

pender del poder y la gracia de Dios, no de nuestras posesiones.

San Francisco de Asis dijo una vez: «kDando es como recibimos». Esto nos recuerda que nuestro verdadero
valor no viene de lo que tenemos, sino de lo que podemos ofrecer a los demas.

Dejar ir las distracciones

En el mundo actual, a menudo nos vemos atrapados por la necesidad de acumular, ya sean posesiones, logros
o incluso preocupaciones. Jesus nos ensefa a discernir lo que es verdaderamente necesario. No te preocupes
por tu vida, por lo que comerds o beberds; ni por tu cuerpo, por lo que te pondrds"” (Mateo 6:25). Cuando
nos desprendemos de las distracciones, creamos mas espacio para la presencia de Dios en nuestras vidas.
Humildad y verdadera identidad

Cuando los discipulos regresan, se alegran de que incluso los demonios se les sometan en nombre de Jesus
(Lucas 10:17). Pero Jesus les recuerda que no deben alegrarse de su poder, sino de que sus nombres estan es-
critos en el cielo (Lucas 10:20). Santa Teresa de Avila decia: «La humildad no es mds que verdad y el orgullo
no es mds que mentira». Nuestra verdadera identidad no proviene de nuestros logros o estatus, sino del amor
gue Dios nos tiene.

Una llamada a examinar nuestras vidas

Al reflexionar sobre el Evangelio, estamos Ilamados a examinar nuestras propias vidas.

¢Cual es el «equipaje» o las distracciones que nos impiden seguir plenamente a Jesus?

Que recordemos siempre que nuestra alegria proviene de sabernos amados y llamados por Dios a ser sus
discipulos.
