Love Beyond Boundaries
Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

TodayThe Parable of the Good Samaritan (Luke 10:25-37) calls us to love without limits. A man is beaten and
ignored by a priest and Levite, but a Samaritan - an enemy to Jews - stops, helps and cares for him. Jesus says,
‘Go and do likewise’.

At its heart, this parable asks: Who is our neighbor?

It is not just those we agree with, but anyone who suffers. Christ calls us to move beyond sympathy to action.

Love That Knows No Borders

The Samaritan did not just help someone of his own kind, but a stranger, someone society told him to hate.

St. John Chrysostom said, ‘True love is loving even those who oppose us'.

Christ calls us to a radical love that crosses every boundary.

Mercy in Action

The priest and Levite ignored the man. Why? Were they too busy or indifferent?

Saint Teresa of Calcutta said, ‘Not all of us can do great things, but we can do small things with great
love'.

The Samaritan’s simple act of mercy was transformative. We can do the same - small acts of kindness, a listen-
ing ear, a hand to help - this is mercy in action.

Loving Like Christ

The Samaritan did not count the cost. He saw a need and acted. Christ, too, came to heal our wounds and give
His life.

St. Augustine said, ‘True love is not just a feeling, but a commitment to serve'.

Are we committed to love like Christ, regardless of the cost?

The Test of Our Faith

This parable challenges us: Is our faith active or just words?

St. Benedict wrote, ‘Let all guests be received as Christ’. Our neighbors are not just those we know, but the
lonely, sick, poor and strangers. Do we treat them like Christ?

A Call to Action

Don't just admire the Good Samaritan - be him. Our faith is about action: mercy, love and compassion. Jesus
did not just talk about love, but He lived it. As St. Francis of Assisi said, ‘Preach the Gospel at all times. When
necessary, use words'.

Let our lives speak louder than our words. Let us go and do likewise.

Action Steps for the Week:

1. Serve without hesitation: Help someone in need, even if inconvenient.

2. Reach out: Go beyond our comfort zone. Help someone we might normally avoid.
3. Reflect: Do we ever act like the priest or Levite? Ask God to open our eyes.

4. Small acts of love: A kind gesture can be powerful. Offer kindness wherever we can.
This is not just a story - it is a challenge.

Let us live our faith, like the Good Samaritan, loving without limits - generously, radically and with action.
