Walking in the Word ...
With Your Shepherd

‘The Narrow Door: Striving for Holiness’ (Luke 13:22-30)
Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

In today's Gospel, Jesus speaks about the ‘narrow door’ to salvation. He says many will try to enter, but few will succeed
(Luke 13:24). This passage can be unsettling. It invites us to reflect on the life we are living. It also challenges us to consider
the choices we make as followers of Christ.

The Struggle to Enter

Jesus urges us to ‘strive to enter through the narrow door’ (Luke 13:24). The narrow door represents the path of holiness.
It is a way of life that requires effort, discipline and sacrifice. Salvation is not automatic. It is not easily achieved.

As St. Augustine once said, ‘The way to life is narrow and the gate is hard to find; but it is open to those who seek it
with sincerity and perseverance’.

This message is a call to all of us to examine how we are living our faith.
O Are we seeking the Lord in our daily lives?
O Are we choosing to follow His teachings, even when it is difficult?

The narrow door symbolizes the radical nature of discipleship. It is not enough to know about Jesus. We must live His
Word, embrace the Cross and let go of self-centeredness.

Holiness is Found in Daily Choices

The narrow door is not a one-time choice. It is a daily decision to love God and serve others. Every choice, big or small,
brings us closer or farther from it. Small acts of kindness, prayer and commitment to sacraments shape us into Christ's im-
age.

St. Therese of Lisieux reminds us that ‘It is not the magnitude of our actions, but the amount of love that is put into
them that matters’.

Every moment of our lives can be an opportunity to walk through that narrow door, if we choose to love with Christ's love.
Do Not Be Discouraged

The Christian life can be discouraging. We may feel unworthy or incapable. But the Gospel reminds us of God’s mercy. Even
if we are last, we will be welcomed. ‘The last will be first, and the first will be last’ (Luke 13:30).

When Jesus asked if many would be saved, Saint Peter replied, ‘Who can be saved?’ (Luke 18:26). Jesus said, ‘What is
impossible for men is possible for God’ (Luke 18:27). We must trust in God's grace to enter the narrow door, knowing He is
with us.

Looking Ahead: Heaven as Our True Home

Jesus speaks of a great banquet in God's Kingdom, where we will see ‘Abraham, Isaac, Jacob and all the prophets’ (Luke
13:28).

It is a reminder that our ultimate goal is heaven. This life is a pilgrimage and the narrow door leads us home. Let us
keep our eyes fixed on the eternal joy that awaits us.

As St. John Vianney said, ‘When we get to Heaven, we will see clearly the love that God had for us, and we will un-
derstand why He allowed us to suffer so much on earth’

Let this truth fill us with hope, peace, and perseverance.

Practical Steps for This Week:

1. Examine our Hearts: Reflect on areas where we are not following Christ. Seek His forgiveness.
Small Acts of Love: Serve others in small ways - kind words or helping hands

Strengthen our Faith: Pray, read Scripture and grow closer to God daily. Ask for help if needed.

Trust in God’s Mercy: Remember, God's mercy is abundant. Turn to Him when we are weak and He will strengthen
youl.

May we all walk through the narrow door with love, faith and trust in God'’s grace.

«La puerta estrecha: esforzarse por alcanzar la santidad» (Lucas 13:22-30)

Queridos hermanos y hermanas en Cristo:

En el Evangelio de hoy, Jesus habla de la «puerta estrecha» que conduce a la salvacion. Dice que muchos in-

tentaran entrar, pero pocos lo conseguiran (Lucas 13, 24). Este pasaje puede resultar inquietante. Nos invita a

reflexionar sobre la vida que estamos viviendo. También nos desafia a considerar las decisiones que tomamos

como seguidores de Cristo.

La lucha por entrar

Jesus nos exhorta a «esforzarnos por entrar por la puerta estrecha». (Lucas 13:24). La puerta estrecha repre-

senta el camino de la santidad. Es una forma de vida que requiere esfuerzo, disciplina y sacrificio. La

salvacion no es automatica. No se consigue facilmente.

Como dijo San Agustin: «El camino hacia la vida es estrecho y la puerta es dificil de encontrar, pero esta

abierta para aquellos que la buscan con sinceridad y perseverancia».

Este mensaje es un llamado a todos nosotros para que examinemos cOmo estamos viviendo nuestra fe.

O ¢Estamos buscando al Sehor en nuestra vida cotidiana?

¢ ¢Estamos eligiendo seguir Sus ensefianzas, incluso cuando es dificil?

La puerta estrecha simboliza la naturaleza radical del discipulado. No basta con saber acerca de Jesus. Debe-

mos Vivir Su Palabra, abrazar la Cruz y dejar de lado el egocentrismo.

La santidad se encuentra en las decisiones cotidianas.

La puerta estrecha no es una eleccién que se hace una sola vez. Es una decisién diaria de amar a Dios y servir a

los demas. Cada eleccion, grande o pequefa, nos acerca o nos aleja de ella. Los pequefos actos de bondad, la

oracion y el compromiso con los sacramentos nos moldean a imagen de Cristo.

Santa Teresa de Lisieux nos recuerda que «no es la magnitud de nuestras acciones lo que importa, sino

la cantidad de amor que ponemos en ellas».

Cada momento de nuestras vidas puede ser una oportunidad para atravesar esa puerta estrecha, si elegimos

amar con el amor de Cristo.

No te desanimes

La vida cristiana puede ser desalentadora. Podemos sentirnos indignos o incapaces. Pero el Evangelio nos

recuerda la misericordia de Dios. Aunque seamos los Ultimos, seremos bienvenidos. «Los Gltimos seran los

primeros, y los primeros seran los Gltimos» (Lucas 13:30).

Cuando JesUs preguntd si muchos se salvarian, San Pedro respondié: «;Quién puede salvarse?» (Lucas

18:26). Jesus dijo: «Lo que es imposible para los hombres es posible para Dios» (Lucas 18:27). Debemos con-

fiar en la gracia de Dios para entrar por la puerta estrecha, sabiendo que El estd con nosotros.

Mirando hacia el futuro: El cielo como nuestro verdadero hogar

Jesus habla de un gran banquete en el Reino de Dios, donde veremos a «Abraham, Isaac, Jacob y todos los pro-

fetas» (Lucas 13:28).

Es un recordatorio de que nuestro objetivo final es el cielo. Esta vida es una peregrinacion y la puerta es-

trecha nos lleva a casa. Mantengamos la mirada fija en la alegria eterna que nos espera.

Como dijo San Juan Vianney: «Cuando lleguemos al cielo, veremos claramente el amor que Dios nos

tenia y comprenderemos por qué nos permitié sufrir tanto en la tierra».

Dejemos que esta verdad nos llene de esperanza, paz y perseverancia.
