Walking in the Word ...
With Your Shepherd

‘Faith that Moves... and Waits’
The apostles said to the Lord, ‘Increase our faith!” - Luke 17:5
Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,
How many times have we whispered those same words the Apostles cried out to Jesus:
‘Lord, increase our faith!”

Maybe we have said it in a hospital room. Or in the kitchen at midnight, praying for a wayward child. Or quietly, in the car after another long, uncer-
tain day. It is not just a biblical request - it is a human one. It is the heart-cry of anyone trying to hold on to hope in a world that doesn’t make it
easy.

This Sunday's Gospel might seem simple, but it carries a deep and challenging truth. Jesus doesn't respond by offering more faith like someone
topping up a glass of water. Instead, He points to something small and almost invisible - a mustard seed and says, essentially, ‘That’s enough. If it is
real, it will grow’.

Faith Is Not a Feeling. It is a Way of Living.

So many people today feel like they are falling short in faith because they don't always feel close to God. But faith was never meant to be a feeling.
Faith is the daily choice to trust - when answers don't come, when the waiting is long and when doing the right thing costs something.
As Mother Teresa once said:

‘God has not called me to be successful. He has called me to be faithful’.

Real faith shows up not only in miracles but in mundane, hidden acts of love

@ Saying grace over leftovers

@ Holding a child through a tantrum

@ Sitting beside an aging parent who can no longer speak

@ Showing up to Mass when your heart feels numb

The Furnace of Daily Faithfulness

Jesus' parable about the servant seems jarring. He says, ‘Don’t expect thanks'. But He is not being cruel - He is reminding us that our faith is not
about rewards or recognition. It is about relationship and responsibility.

We live in a world that prizes applause, but the Kingdom of God values quiet perseverance.
St. John Henry Newman put it beautifully: ‘God has created me to do Him some definite service... He has not created me for naught’.

That means your ordinary life - yes, yours - is already the soil where mustard-seed faith can grow. Parenting. Nursing. Teaching. Grieving. Welcom-
ing. Forgiving. Waiting. Working. Resting. All of it can become holy ground when offered to God with love.

A Faith That Changes More Than Just Us

Faith is never just personal. It is deeply communal. When you live with faith - however small - you help anchor someone else’s hope.
@ Your prayers strengthen the Body of Christ.

@ Your patience teaches your children.

@ Your quiet witness gives courage to a friend.

@ Your trust reminds others that God is still good.

Let us not underestimate what God can do with even the smallest act of trust.

This Week, let us Walk by Faith

Here is how we can begin again today:

§ Pray, even if it feels dry. God listens.

§ Forgive, even without an apology. Christ has forgiven us.

§ Serve without expecting thanks. God sees.

§ Trust, even when the path is unclear. He is with you.

Let us echo the Apostles’ prayer - not as a demand for more, but as an invitation to live more deeply - ‘Lord, increase our faith’.

And may we receive the courage to live out the answer - not in grandeur, but in grace. May the Lord who sees your hidden efforts, your quiet pray-
ers, your steady love and your mustard-seed faith, give you courage to keep going and joy in knowing He walks with you.

And may our parish become a garden where faith is nurtured in love, watered in prayer and harvested in hope.

«La fe que mueve... y espera»

Los apostoles dijeron al Sefor: «iAumenta nuestra fel» - Lucas 17:5

Queridos hermanos y hermanas en Cristo:
¢Cuantas veces hemos susurrado las mismas palabras que los apdstoles gritaron a Jesus:

«jSenor, aumenta nuestra fel»?
Quizas lo hayamos dicho en una habitacion de hospital. O en la cocina a medianoche, rezando por un hijo descarriado. O en si-
lencio, en el coche, tras otro dia largo e incierto. No es solo una peticion biblica, es una peticion humana. Es el grito del corazén de
cualquiera que intenta aferrarse a la esperanza en un mundo que no lo pone facil.
El Evangelio de este domingo puede parecer sencillo, pero encierra una verdad profunda y desafiante. Jesus no responde of-
reciendo mas fe, como quien llena un vaso de agua. En cambio, sefiala algo pequeno y casi invisible, un grano de mostaza, y dice,
en esencia: «Es suficiente. Si es real, crecera».

La fe no es un sentimiento. Es una forma de vida.

Hoy en dia, muchas personas sienten que su fe es insuficiente porque no siempre se sienten cerca de Dios. Pero la fe nunca tuvo
la intencion de ser un sentimiento.

La fe es la eleccién diaria de confiar, cuando las respuestas no llegan, cuando la espera es larga y cuando hacer lo correcto tiene
un costo.

Como dijo una vez la Madre Teresa:

«Dios no me ha llamado para tener éxito. Me ha llamado para ser fiel».

La fe verdadera se manifiesta no solo en milagros, sino también en actos de amor cotidianos y ocultos.
@ Dar las gracias por las sobras.

@ Abrazar a un nifo que esta teniendo una rabieta.

@ Sentarse junto a un padre anciano que ya no puede hablar.

@ Asistir a misa cuando tu corazon se siente entumecido.

El horno de la fidelidad diaria

La parabola de Jesus sobre el siervo parece discordante. El dice: «No esperes agradecimiento». Pero no esta siendo cruel, sino que
nos recuerda que nuestra fe no tiene que ver con recompensas o reconocimiento. Tiene que ver con la relacion y la re-
sponsabilidad.

Vivimos en un mundo que valora los aplausos, pero el Reino de Dios valora la perseverancia silenciosa.

San John Henry Newman lo expresé maravillosamente: «Dios me ha creado para prestarle un servicio concreto... No me ha
creado en vano».

Eso significa que tu vida cotidiana —si, la tuya— ya es el terreno donde puede crecer la fe del grano de mostaza. Ser padre o ma-
dre. Cuidar a los demas. Ensefar. Sufrir una pérdida. Acoger. Perdonar. Esperar. Trabajar. Descansar. Todo ello puede convertirse
en tierra santa cuando se ofrece a Dios con amor.

Una fe que nos transforma mas alla de nosotros mismos

La fe nunca es solo personal. Es profundamente comunitaria. Cuando vives con fe, por pequefia que sea, ayudas a afianzar la
esperanza de otra persona.

@ Tus oraciones fortalecen el Cuerpo de Cristo.

@ Tu paciencia ensefa a tus hijos.

@ Tu testimonio silencioso da valor a un amigo.

@ Tu confianza recuerda a los demas que Dios sigue siendo bueno.

No subestimemos lo que Dios puede hacer incluso con el mas minimo acto de confianza.

Esta semana, caminemos por la fe.
