Walking in the Word ...
With Your Shepherd

‘Gratitude That Heals the Soul’
Dear Parish Family,

This Sunday, the Gospel of Luke (17:11-19) tells the story of ten lepers who are healed by Jesus but only one returns to give thanks. That one,
a Samaritan, is the unlikely hero of faith. Jesus notices this act and says, ‘Has none but this foreigner returned to give thanks to God?’

Let us dive deeper into what this means for us today.
1. Gratitude Is More Than Good Manners

Gratitude is not just polite behavior - it is a response of the heart to the presence of God. The Samaritan’s return is not only a thank-
you; it is an act of worship. While all ten received healing, only one allowed the miracle to deepen his relationship with Christ.

‘In all things give thanks, for this is the will of God in Christ Jesus for you’ - (1 Thessalonians 5:18)
2. Why Gratitude Matters for Our Faith

We live in a world that often focuses on what we lack rather than what we have. But as Christians, we are called to live with grateful
awareness - recognizing that every breath, every day and every grace is a gift.

When we forget to give thanks, our faith can become routine. But when we live with gratitude, we become more aware of God'’s hand in
our lives and our hearts are moved to love, serve and trust Him more deeply.

‘We must find time to stop and thank the people who make a difference in our lives and above all, the God who gives us life’ - St.
Teresa of Kolkata (Mother Teresa)

3. A Saint’s Story: St. Ignatius of Loyola - From Pride to Praise

Before he became a saint, Ignatius of Loyola was a proud and ambitious soldier. He dreamed of glory on the battlefield - but during a war,
a cannonball shattered his leg and ended his military career. During a long and painful recovery, Ignatius had nothing to read but books
about the lives of Christ and the saints.

That moment of physical brokenness became a spiritual breakthrough. As he surrendered his pride and ambitions, his heart was filled
with deep gratitude for God's mercy and love. He later wrote that seeing God's hand in all things and giving thanks for it was essential for
spiritual growth.

Out of that experience came the Spiritual Exercises, one of the most profound guides for discernment and spiritual renewal in Church
history. At the heart of his daily prayer was a practice called the Examen - a reflection that ends with an act of thanksgiving, no matter
what the day held.

‘He who carries God in his heart bears heaven with him wherever he goes’ - St. Ignatius of Loyola

His life shows us that gratitude doesn't just follow blessings - it can transform our wounds into wisdom and make us instruments of heal-
ing for others.

4. A Faith-Life Challenge for the Week

This week, take up the ‘Gratitude 3’ Challenge:

1. Each day, write down 3 things you are grateful for.

2. Offer a prayer of thanksgiving for each.

3. Tell someone you are thankful for them and why.

Gratitude changes how we see life. It doesn’t remove suffering, but it helps us to see the presence of grace within it.
5. Be the One Who Returns

Out of ten who were healed, only one came back. The question Jesus asked then echoes to us now: ‘Where are the other nine?’
Let us be the one.

The one who remembers.

The one who returns.

The one who sees not just the gift - but the Giver.

Con tu pastot

«La gratitud que sana el alma»
Querida familia parroquial:
Este domingo, el Evangelio de Lucas (17, 11-19) nos cuenta la historia de diez leprosos que son curados por Jesus, pero solo uno regresa para dar las
gracias. Ese, un samaritano, es el insélito héroe de la fe. JesUs se da cuenta de este gesto y dice: «.Ninguno ha vuelto para dar gracias a Dios, sino
este extranjero?».
Profundicemos en lo que esto significa para nosotros hoy en dia.
1. La gratitud es mas que buenos modales.
La gratitud no es solo un comportamiento educado, es una respuesta del corazén a la presencia de Dios. El regreso del samaritano no es solo un
agradecimiento, es un acto de adoracion. Aunque los diez recibieron la curacién, solo uno permitié que el milagro profundizara su relaciéon con Cris-
to.
«Dad gracias en todo, porque esta es la voluntad de Dios en Cristo Jesus para con vosotros» (1 Tesalonicenses 5:18).
2. Por qué la gratitud es importante para nuestra fe.
Vivimos en un mundo que a menudo se centra en lo que nos falta en lugar de en lo que tenemos. Pero como cristianos, estamos llamados a vivir
con conciencia agradecida, reconociendo que cada respiro, cada dia y cada gracia son un regalo.
Cuando nos olvidamos de dar gracias, nuestra fe puede convertirse en una rutina. Pero cuando vivimos con gratitud, nos hacemos mas conscientes
de la mano de Dios en nuestras vidas y nuestros corazones se mueven a amar, servir y confiar en El mas profundamente.
«Debemos encontrar tiempo para detenernos y dar gracias a las personas que marcan la diferencia en nuestras vidas y, sobre todo, al Dios
que nos da la vida» (Santa Teresa de Calcuta, Madre Teresa).
3. La historia de un santo: San Ignacio de Loyola, del orgullo a la alabanza.
Antes de convertirse en santo, Ignacio de Loyola era un soldado orgulloso y ambicioso. Sofiaba con la gloria en el campo de batalla, pero durante
una guerra, una bala de candn le destrozé la pierna y puso fin a su carrera militar. Durante una larga y dolorosa recuperacion, lgnacio no tenia nada
que leer salvo libros sobre la vida de Cristo y los santos.
Ese momento de quebrantamiento fisico se convirtié en un avance espiritual. Al renunciar a su orgullo y ambiciones, su corazéon se llené de profun-
da gratitud por la misericordia y el amor de Dios. Mas tarde escribié que ver la mano de Dios en todas las cosas y dar gracias por ello era esencial
para el crecimiento espiritual.
De esa experiencia surgieron los Ejercicios Espirituales, una de las guias mas profundas para el discernimiento y la renovacién espiritual en la histo-
ria de la Iglesia. En el centro de su oracion diaria habia una practica llamada el Examen, una reflexion que termina con un acto de acciéon de gracias,
sin importar lo que haya sucedido durante el dia.
«El que lleva a Dios en su corazén lleva el cielo consigo dondequiera que va» - San Ignacio de Loyola
Su vida nos muestra que la gratitud no solo sigue a las bendiciones, sino que puede transformar nuestras heridas en sabiduria y convertirnos en
instrumentos de sanacidon para los demas.

La gratitud cambia nuestra forma de ver la vida. No elimina el sufrimiento, pero nos ayuda a ver la presencia de la gracia en él.
5. Sé el que regresa.
De los diez que fueron sanados, solo uno regreso. La pregunta que Jesus hizo entonces nos resuena ahora: «gDoénde estan los otros nueve?».
Seamos ese uno.
El que recuerda.
El que regresa.
El que no solo ve el regalo, sino al Dador.
