Walking in the Word ...
With Your Shepherd

‘Grace, not Comparison’

In this Sunday’s Gospel (Luke 18:9-14), Jesus tells a story about two men who went to the Temple to pray. One was a Pharisee who proudly
talked about all the good things he had done. The other was a tax collector who stood far away, beat his chest and humbly said, ‘God, have mer-
cy on me, a sinner’.

Jesus declares that it was not the proud man who was justified, but the humble sinner.
This Gospel is not just about two men in the Temple. It is about us - our approach to God, to others and to ourselves.
When Spiritual Pride Creeps In

We may not wear the robes of a Pharisee, but many of us wear invisible badges of spiritual pride. Perhaps we feel quietly superior because we
go to Mass weekly, serve in ministry or raise our children in the faith. We might look at someone who has fallen away from the Church or strug-
gles publicly and think, ‘Thank God | am not like them’.

But the moment we compare, we lose sight of grace. The truth is, we are all sinners in need of mercy. And the beauty of our faith is this: God
does not love us more for our achievements, but for our willingness to return to Him - again and again - with humble hearts.

‘There is nothing so great as the Eucharist. If God had something more precious, He would have given it to us’ - St. Jean Vianney

Think about that: God gives us His very self, not because we earn it, but because we need Him. The Eucharist is a gift of love - not a trophy for
the ‘deserving’.

A Week to Walk in Humility
This week, allow the Gospel to read your heart. Ask yourself honestly:
O When | pray, do | come to God with a list of accomplishments or with a heart ready to be changed?
O Do I find myself judging others’ sins more harshly than my own weaknesses?
O Am | open to correction or do I feel the need to always be right?
God does not expect perfection - but He desires honesty. He delights in those who come before Him not with masks, but with sincerity.
‘Be who God meant you to be and you will set the world on fire’ - St. Catherine of Siena
Let God form your heart in humility, so that your life becomes not a performance, but a witness of grace.
Small Steps Toward Holiness
Here are a few suggestions to live this Gospel personally this week:
1. Pray the Litany of Humility at least once this week. It is not easy - but it is transforming.
2. Listen more than you speak, especially when someone disagrees with you. Humility begins with the ears.
3. Go to Confession - not because you feel ‘worthy’ of grace, but because you need it.
4. Reach out to someone you usually avoid or judge. Extend kindness where you would normally hold back.
5. Thank God daily for His mercy, especially in the quiet moments.
Closing Prayer:

Lord Jesus, | come to You not with pride, but with poverty. Not with achievements, but with need. Teach me to walk humbly, love deeply and
serve quietly. Let my life be a signpost to Your mercy. Amen.

Final Thought:

‘The more one is united to God, the more humble one becomes’ - St. Teresa of Calcutta

May we all grow in true humility - not as a form of self-deprecation, but as a way to let God’s light shine through us more clearly.

«Gracia, no comparacion»

En el Evangelio de este domingo (Lucas 18, 9-14), JesUs cuenta la historia de dos hombres que fueron al templo a rezar. Uno era un fariseo
que hablaba con orgullo de todas las cosas buenas que habia hecho. El otro era un recaudador de impuestos que se quedo lejos, se gol-

peaba el pecho y decia con humildad: «Dios, ten piedad de mi, que soy pecador».

Jesus declara que no fue el hombre orgulloso quien fue justificado, sino el pecador humilde.

Este Evangelio no trata solo de dos hombres en el Templo. Trata de nosotros: nuestra forma de acercarnos a Dios, a los demas y a nosotros
mismos.

Cuando el orgullo espiritual se apodera de nosotros

Puede que no llevemos las tunicas de los fariseos, pero muchos de nosotros llevamos insignias invisibles de orgullo espiritual. Quizas nos
sentimos silenciosamente superiores porque asistimos a misa cada semana, servimos en el ministerio o criamos a nuestros hijos en la fe.
Puede que miremos a alguien que se ha alejado de la Iglesia o que lucha puUblicamente y pensemos: «Gracias a Dios que yo no soy como

ellos».

Pero en el momento en que comparamos, perdemos de vista la gracia. La verdad es que todos somos pecadores que necesitamos mis-
ericordia. Y la belleza de nuestra fe es esta: Dios No hos ama Mas por nuestros logros, sino por nuestra disposicién a volver a El, unay otra
vez, con corazones humildes.

«No hay nada tan grande como la Eucaristia. Si Dios tuviera algo mds precioso, nos lo habria dado» - San Juan Vianney.

Piénsalo: Dios nos da su propia esencia, Nno porque nos lo ganemos, sino porque lo necesitamos. La Eucaristia es un regalo de amor, no un

trofeo para los «<merecedores».

0  Cuando rezo, ¢me acerco a Dios con una lista de logros o con un corazén dispuesto a cambiar?
0  ¢Me encuentro juzgando los pecados de los demas con mas dureza que mis propias debilidades?

O  ¢Estoy abierto a la correccién o siento la necesidad de tener siempre la razén?

Dios no espera la perfeccién, pero desea la honestidad. Se deleita en aquellos que se presentan ante El no con mascaras, sino con sin-

ceridad.
«Sé quien Dios quiere que seas y prenderds fuego al mundo» - Santa Catalina de Siena

Deja que Dios forme tu corazén con humildad, para que tu vida no sea una actuacion, sino un testimonio de gracia.
Pequeios pasos hacia la santidad

Aqgui hay algunas sugerencias para vivir personalmente este Evangelio durante esta semana:

1. Reza la Letania de la Humildad al menos una vez esta semana. No es facil, pero es transformador.

2. Escucha mas de lo que hablas, especialmente cuando alguien no esta de acuerdo contigo. La humildad comienza con los oidos.
3. Ve a confesarte, no porque te sientas «digno» de la gracia, sino porque la necesitas.

4. Acércate a alguien a quien normalmente evitas o juzgas. Sé amable con quien normalmente te mantendrias al margen.

5. Da gracias a Dios cada dia por su misericordia, especialmente en los momentos de silencio.
Oracion final:

Senor Jesus, vengo a Ti no con orgullo, sino con pobreza. No con logros, sino con necesidad. Enséfame a caminar con humildad, amar pro-

fundamente y servir en silencio. Que mi vida sea un indicio de Tu misericordia. Amén.
Reflexién final:

«Cuanto mds unido estd uno a Dios, mds humilde se vuelve» - Santa Teresa de Calcuta
Que todos crezcamos en verdadera humildad, no como una forma de autodesprecio, sino como una manera de dejar que la luz de Dios
brille a través de nosotros con mayor claridad.
