Quinceañera Policy


Policy effective September 8, 2017 –  Feast of the Nativity of the Blessed Virgin Mary
If you wish to celebrate your Quinceañera at St. Paul Church,
you may do so by following these requirements.

To Register

1.  You may schedule a date depending on the availability and at least 6 months prior to the date.

2. Present a copy of your Birth Certificate, Baptism and First Communion Certificates.
3. This signed form (see below) must be presented to the office with the Stipend for the Blessing
The Celebration will be a Blessing only, with no Mass / Communion.

Requirements

1. Must be Catholic.

2. Must have regular Mass attendance for at least the six months preceding the Quinceañera.
3. Reception of First Communion must be made before the Quinceañera can be scheduled.
4. Must be registered in and attending either Year 1 or Year 2 of the Confirmation Program at St. Paul Church, or have already received the Sacrament of Confirmation.
5. Must volunteer in some capacity at St. Paul Church. Examples include assisting in the Religious Education program, are a member of the choir, serve at Mass, or as a Lector. 

6. Parents and Quinceañera must attend a training session prior to the celebration.

Quinceañera Dates

1. Quinceañeras are celebrated on Saturdays only at 11:00 AM or 1:00 PM.  You may schedule a date depending on the availability and at least 6 months prior to date desired.

Fees

1. $150 stipend for each Quinceañera scheduled. Music and decorations are not included.
2. Fee must be paid in full at the time the Quinceañera is booked / scheduled.

3. Fee may be paid in cash, money order, or cashier’s check.  NO PERSONAL CHECKS, please.

4. There is no refund once the fee has been paid.

Dressing Modestly

1. Out of respect for the house of God and the Christian community, it is recommended that the Quinceañera and her attendants dress modestly. 

Flowers and Decorations

1. Bows are allowed on the side of the pew.  Use clips or tie bows. DO NOT tape, nail, glue, tack, or staple anything to the end of pews or on any wood surface.  It is suggested that the flowers (not artificial) that are placed at the altar be left as an offering, to decorate the altar all weekend.  All other decorations should be removed immediately after the celebration.  The decorations should be simple and should not give the impression of a wedding.  Make sure flower arrangements are on display at least 30 minutes prior to the ceremony. No balloons or confetti!
Music

1. Since your Quinceañera is a religious event, all musical selections are to be of a religious nature. MUSIC should be arranged by the Quinceañera family.  The Parish Hispanic Choir is not responsible for providing music for the event. Anything from a secular repertoire must be performed before the ceremony begins. It is your responsibility to arrange for and pay the musicians. 

Other

1. Receptions after the event must be scheduled at another location.  Receptions / parties will not be allowed on St. Paul Church campus.

2. All people involved in the Quinceañera must arrive at least 30 minutes prior to event.

3. The Church will be unlocked 1 hour prior (more if requested) to accommodate for any decorating. Tape of any type is not permitted on any wood surface. It is the responsibility of the party / family to clean up immediately after Blessing. 
4. Because of safety guidelines for the property and to avoid accidents and to keep the church clean, it is not permitted to throw rice, flower petals or confetti, neither inside nor outside of the church.
5. Automobiles and limousines may not block any parking lot exits.
