Fr. Jossey Welcome, His Update
Fr Jossey opened the meeting with a prayer.
He shared that the job of the Council is to help the Pastor with things that are happening in the parish, planning and procedures – this 1st meeting is to share our ideas of how things are going.
He then asked for input regarding church life and wanted to know about our active ministries. The following were mentioned and some discussed:
· Adult Formation, led by Deacon James on Sundays between the 8 and 10 AM Masses during school year.
· RCIA - led by Hilda this coming year most likely. 
· Youth Groups/Catechism - 
· K - 2nd (includes First Communion Prep) - English and Spanish 11:15- 12:15 on Sundays; Hilda organizes
· 3rd-5th grade – English 11:15-12:15 Sundays, Hilda Organizes
· Catechist Support Meetings - Hilda has organized this for the grade school age Catechists in the past.
· Middle School Youth Group (6th-8th Grades) Wednesdays 3:30-5 – Youth Minister Organizes
· [bookmark: _GoBack]High School Youth Group – Sunday 6:30-8 PM Led by Annie Appleton (new this year). Mathew Edmonds and Kat Wilson are meeting together with Annie to prepare complimentary and coordinating lessons and materials for the Youth Group and 2nd year Confirmation.
· 1st year Confirmation Class – Sundays 11:15-12:15 led by Kat Wilson; preparation for 2nd year confirmation.  Not currently required as part of the 1st year Confirmation program (only youth Group attendance is required ) though class is highly encouraged
· 2nd year Confirmation Class - led by Mathew Edmonds, required for confirmation with the expectation that the youth also go to Youth Group. 
· Fr. Jossey plans to meet with Hilda and Youth Ministry Catechists/Leaders
· Adoration Chapel – Fr. asked about our chapel – background/history given. Not currently organized for 24 hour coverage. In the past at least 2 people would sign up for adoration for 1 hr and there would be 24 hr coverage, 7 days a week. He expresses desire to have it be a 24hr chapel again with signups, to do education about why to spend time in adoration, what making a good Holy Hour can look like, what activities are proper for adoration etc….  Some expressed desire to freshen the Chapel.  Deacon James will be helping to get this ministry going again with sign ups, setting standards/guidelines, etc.
· Pro - life/Respect for Life Ministry - led by Cathy Peters, she recently visited with the Pastoral Council 
· Homebound Ministry - led by Nancy Larson, he plans to go around with the ministers to visit the homebound once a month
· Knights of Columbus - main sponsorship for Archdiocese Men's Conference; Oktoberfest Booth, Coffee and Donuts, etc
· San Juan Diego/Hispanic Ministry – Separate Men's and Women’s charismatic weekly group that has the purpose to create leadership in the Spanish community. 
· Women's Ministry - led by Betty Jean Cordill & Linda Berning
· Women's Book Club - led by Hilda
· Liturgical Ministries - as outlined on the Church website
· Funeral Ministry - led by Mary Fogarty
· Garden Ministry - has been present in the past
· Fr Jossey would like to see a Grotto built up around the Marion icon
· Weds Night Community Meal - has been on hold with COVID; was led by 1st Christian Community Church and St Paul would provide the food and service once month. 
· SACA Food Drive
· Prayer for the Faithful at all Masses
· Intentions are written down in a book in the narthex of the church; these intentions are prayed during the prayer of the faithful at Mass, as a general prayer.
· Those who have recently died should be added as well in the Prayers of the Faithful - Jenny/church secretary used to provide these names.
· CMLA (Catholic Men's Leadership Alliance) - Deacon James is overseeing this ministry for the Archdiocese and is looking to get it established at St Paul. 
· Purpose:  Adoration, prayer and fraternity – Archdiocesan wide Men’s Holy League Conference.
· Discussed various past ministries as well such as the Lenten Study Groups and Advent Fair. Also ideas for future ministries/groups were discussed - Women's and Men's Bible Studies; Social Activities for families, that may include competitions to promote learning and fun. 
Sanctuary Renovation Update - Katie/Fr Jossey
Photos of the current plan presented to the council with some description of the renovations to be made. Discussion occurred regarding the communion rail and how it would look more balanced if the rail was on both sides of the steps. The Renovation Planning committee continues to meet - Katie Edmonds is a part of the committee and will present concerns about the rail only being on one side at next meeting and ask if it can be on both sides. The council members were encouraged to share any additional thoughts/concerns with those on the Renovation Committee.
