
A NOTE FROM THE PASTOR 
 

 Living a Catholic life is a life that is deeply sacramental.  
Stepping way back and taking the broadest possible view, that 
sacramental life begins with the acknowledgement that all creation 
has something to say about the God who created it. The heavens are 
telling the glory of God; and the firmament proclaims his handiwork. 
(Ps. 19:1) and, Ever since the creation of the world his eternal power 
and divine nature, invisible though they are, have been understood and 
seen through the things he has made. (Romans 1:20). Nature itself, as 
something visible, proclaims and reveals something of the God that 
we cannot see, and that is at the very essence of what we mean by 
“sacrament” in the most general of terms. There is something here 
that also gives us a great departure point in exploring an authentic 
Catholic ecology and our concern for caring for our common home, 
planet Earth. 
 I suppose that from this same departure point we can also 
look back and recognize in hindsight what a great disaster to the faith 
the industrialization and urbanization of the West have been.  The loss 
of contact with creation does indeed have an effect on faith, especially 
when more and more we lose ourselves in the marvels of our own 
creation and delight and find great satisfaction with our own 
intelligence and ingenuity at the expense of the awe and wonder that 
spontaneously leads us to adore the God who made the bee. 
 The human person itself draws us even further into the great 
mystery of God.  Each human person is created in the image and 
likeness of God, which fundamentally means that we are intelligent 
and free.  And granted, this can be a bit abstract and hard to connect 
to until we consider that we have been created male and female, a 
reality that manifests the complementarity of our design.  New human 
life only arises from a union of a man and a woman, who otherwise on 
their own are incapable of generating another unique and 
unrepeatable human life. It is natural, and not something beyond our 
reasoning power, to realize that a union of man and woman that 
results in the generation of new human life also at the same time 
requires a union of that same man and woman in a stable and 
committed relationship for the good and the proper upbringing of 
children.  In his Letter to the Ephesians, St. Paul draws back the veil 
from the visible union of a man and a woman to reveal its sacramental 
dimension, the “mystery” of Christ’s love for the Church, which is His 
bride. In the Greek language, the word “mystery” is the same word that 
is translated as “sacramentum” in Latin, therefore he says, “This is a

great mystery (sacrament), and I am applying it to Christ and the 
church” (Eph 5:32) As we press the sacramental reality of marriage 
beyond the love of Christ and the Church and His union with Her, 
we see also something of the mystery of the inner life of the 
Blessed Trinity, a union of Father and Son in a bond of love Whose 
love brings forth the Lord, the giver of Life, who proceeds from the 
Father and the Son. (Nicaean Creed) 
 Jesus Christ himself is the very sacrament of God. Jesus 
answered: Don’t you know me, Philip, even after I have been among 
you such a long time? Anyone who has seen me has seen the Father. 
How can you say, ‘Show us the Father’? Don’t you believe that I am in 
the Father, and that the Father is in me? (Jn 14:9-10) Everything 
about the human nature of Christ, united to His divine person, was 
charged with the power of an omnipotent God; His gaze, His saliva, 
His voice, His touch, even His clothing, and most importantly His 
blood, all gave witness to and revealed His divine power and His 
oneness with the Father. Even in death, Jesus did not discard His 
body, but took it up again, and in that same body showed Himself 
plainly alive to His disciples, and in that we see the permanent and 
enduring reality of the Incarnation.  We are flesh, and it is in His 
flesh that we touch and have contact with the divinity of Jesus, the 
Word made flesh. 
 The Church herself is something of the sacrament of the 
Kingdom of God, a visible society, taught, governed, and sanctified 
by visible shepherds who stand in the place of the Chief Shepherd 
who cannot be seen. Whoever listens to you listens to me, and 
whoever rejects you rejects me, and whoever rejects me rejects the 
one who sent me. (Lk 10:16), and to St. Peter, Feed my sheep. (Jn 
21:17) Together with the shepherds, the vast multitude of the lay 
faithful and the religious begin forming their union with the 
Communion of the Saints by way of anticipation by living lives of 
deep faith, hope, and charity, until all of us come to the unity of the 
faith and of the knowledge of the Son of God, to maturity, to the 
measure of the full stature of Christ. (Eph 4:13), that they may all be 
one. As you, Father, are in me and I am in you, may they also be in us 
(Jn 17:21), and form a great multitude that no one could count, from 
every nation, from all tribes and peoples and languages, standing 
before the throne and before the Lamb, (Rev 7:9), and again, you are 
no longer strangers and aliens, but you are citizens with the saints 
and also members of the household of God, built upon the foundation 
of the apostles and prophets, with Christ Jesus himself as the 
cornerstone.  In him the whole structure is joined together and grows 
into a holy temple in the Lord; in whom you also are built together 
spiritually into a dwelling-place for God. (Eph. 2:19-22). 
  
This is the reality of things.  This is the essence of our identity as a 
parish in both our life and worship.
