Honoring our Ancestors

The gravestones of Fathers DeNeckere and Cattani have
been in disrepair for some time now. We have now been
able to arrange for new gravestones to mark the graves of
these two great giants of our parish’s legacy. Father Francis
Xavier DeNeckere assisted the superior Fr. Enders for many
years in the mid to late 1800s. He particularly attended the
mission stations (now parishes) in Abbottstown, New Oxford
and Littlestown. His reputation for sanctity and pastoral
charity lasted long after his death. There are alumni of Sa-
cred Heart School alive today who remember being told by
the Sisters, “If you have a great need, go out to Fr. DeNeck-
ere’s grave and ask him for whatever you need and he will
get it for you.” One such 3" grader tried it and it worked for
him! Perhaps a little superstitious- or perhaps it’s a matter
of the saints looking out for us. After Fr. Ender’s time here,
Father J.B. Cattani became the superior here (ie. pastor and
in charge of the other Jesuits living here). He was born in
Bavaria August 30, 1805 and
died here at Conewago on
this day - August 31- in 1865.
We continue to remember
and honor all those who have
gone before us, marked with
the sign of faith, who built
this beautiful community and
who live on in eternal life.}
May we all be privileged
enough to meet them some
day in the next life. Amen.
