I grew up 
the oldest of my siblings in a peasant family, practicing the 
traditional Catholic faith with my parents, two brothers, and 
three sisters. The virtues of my parents provided great exam-
ples for my siblings and me to follow. 

My grandfather’s brother, Huan Nguyen, inspired me to fol-
low God’s calling. Fr. Huan was the first diocesan priest in my 
parish (1914-1973). Throughout his life, Fr. Huan motivated 
young people in his parishes, helping them to discern voca-
tions to priesthood and religious life. Now, because of the 
positive influence of Fr. Huan, there are many in my family 
who are priests and religious. 

Currently, I am studying Third Theology at Mount St. Mary’s 
Seminary in Emmitsburg, MD. I'm extremely excited to do my 
pastoral assignment here in your parish this year. As for per-
sonal hobbies, I love fishing. I could spend my whole day fish-
ing. I hope that my fishing passion is like a priest serving his 
parishioners -- that he never feels tired.
