Archbishop Broglio grew up in an ac-
tive Catholic family, just a little over a 
block from his home parish in Cleve-
land Heights, Ohio. From 1983 to 
2007, he served in international posi-
tions in the Ivory Coast, Paraguay, and 

Central America. In 2007, Pope Saint John Paul II ap-
pointed him Archbishop of the Military Services, U.S.A. 
Archbishop Broglio’s other duties include serving as 
Chancellor of Catholic International University, member 
of the Board of Directors for the National Catholic Bio-
ethics Center, and current president of the United 
States Conference of Catholic Bishops (USCCB).   Let us 
welcome him to our parish to preach the 7:00pm ser-
vices for 40 Hours.
