Update on Barn Capital Campaign 
There is tremendous support so far for the Capital Cam-
paign with almost $450,000 in donations already  received. 
Thank you! The Capital Campaign starts with the renovation 
of the parish’s barn to become a meeting space with a small 
parish museum, gift shop and restrooms.  This part of the 
project costs $845,085.  Campaign funds raised above and 
beyond this cost will be for the future of the convent– or 
the space where the convent is currently located– perhaps a 
pavilion and additional parking.  Plans are not firm on that 
as of  now. With no new religious sisters, our parish is still 
discerning the best path forward. 
 

A reminder: the Building Fund is a separate fund from the 
Capital Campaign.  One difference is that the Capital Cam-
paign funds are not assessed by the diocese — a great bene-
fit for our parish. 
 

We are preparing to have the historic paintings of Franz 
Stecher’s Stations of the Cross restored so that they can be 
displayed in our museum.  These paintings hung in the 
church from 1851 until the first decade of the 20th century.  
Then they were placed in the barn.  Decades later, eight of 
the paintings were removed from the barn and placed in the 
rectory.   Six of the paintings have been missing for many 
decades now.  If anyone has any information on these, 
please let us know.
