Through St. Faustina, Our Lord gave us special means
of drawing on His mercy: an Image of The Divine Mercy,
a Chaplet of Divine Mercy, a Feast of Mercy, a novena
and prayer at the three o’clock hour—the hour of His
death.

These special means are in addition to the Sacra-
ments of Eucharist and Reconciliation, which have been
given to the Church.

Pray three times: O Blood and Water, which gushed
forth from the Heart of Jesus as a fountain of mercy for
us, | trust in You. (St. Faustina’s Diary, 84)
