A Plenary Indulgence
The Apostolic Penitentiary, through the authority of the Supreme Pontiff, has granted a Plenary Indulgence to all of those
who are suffering from the coronavirus or those who are caring for those who are ill, and additionally to all those subject
to quarantine during this time of grave difficulty. In order to obtain the Indulgence, which is the remission before God of
guilt for sins already forgiven, the faithful are to observe the devotions and disposition outlined in the decree:

The Plenary Indulgence is granted to the faithful suffering from Coronavirus, who are subject to quarantine by order of
the health authority in hospitals or in their own homes if, with a spirit detached from any sin, they unite spiritually
through the media to the celebration of Holy Mass, the recitation of the Holy Rosary, to the pious practice of the Way of
the Cross or other forms of devotion, or if at least they will recite the Creed, the Lord's Prayer and a pious invocation to
the Blessed Virgin Mary, offering this trial in a spirit of faith in God and charity towards their brothers and sisters, with
the will to fulfil the usual conditions (sacramental confession, Eucharistic communion and prayer according to the Holy
Father's intentions), as soon as possible. Health care workers, family members and all those who, following the example
of the Good Samaritan, exposing themselves to the risk of contagion, care for the sick of Coronavirus according to the
words of the divine Redeemer: "Greater love has no one than this: to lay down one's life for one's friends" (John 15: 13),
will obtain the same gift of the Plenary Indulgence under the same conditions.

The Holy Father has provided this Plenary Indulgence in order for the suffering and those who selflessly labor in the care
of the sick are united ever more closely with Christ the healer and reliant on the all-powerful and
never failing mercy of God.

All to the contrary notwithstanding. Given this 20th day of March, 2020.

After
terrible and painful days, especially on Holy Thursday and Good Friday, | believe our Lord blessed me with some of His
passion. | carried His cross for a short time - it was so painful, and | felt abandoned as tears rolled down my cheeks. But
my Lord and His Mother Mary are continuing to make me stronger. | am indeed a witness of their love, mercy,
compassion and healing.

“God raised this Jesus; of this we are all witnesses. Exalted at the right hand of God, he received the promise of the Holy
Spirit from the Father and poured him forth, as you see and hear.” Acts of the Apostles 2:14, 22- 33. “Keep me, O God, for
in you | take refuge; | say to the Lord, “My Lord are you. O Lord, my allotted portion and my cup, you it is who hold fast
my lot. | bless the Lord who counsels me; even in the night my heart exhorts me.” Psalm 16:1-11

“We are all witnesses...” Yes, we believe that Jesus Christ rose from dead and the Holy Spirit was and will be with Him
forever.

Previously, my Doctor advised me that | must go to the emergency room but | didn’t
go because, to be honest, | was so afraid since | heard that most of the hospitals were contaminated with the
coronavirus. | just prayed and | thought that this would be my last day. | asked our Lord, please give me a sign; | need to
know what | should do? Then | heard a soft voice tell me: “Rest, trust in me, | am with you” | was so afraid, | was in tears
and | did not want to go to sleep, thinking | would die. Our Lord had me lie down in bed and | fell asleep for three hours.
When | woke up, the fever left me, the breathing was somewhat normal, the heart palpitations began to get better, and
my back pain was subsiding. My heart was “burning within me while He spoke to me.” | am indeed a witness of the love,
mercy and healing power that Lord has. | am blessed and | know our Lord and our Blessed Virgin Mary are going to keep
all of you safe, as they blessed me, and they will do the same to each one of you and your families.

Thank you very much to all of you who are praying for me and for those who are suffering because of this pandemic.

Ya mi doctor con anterioridad me ha dicho que si me sentiria mal deberia ir a emergencia a uno de los hospitales
del drea, no fui, debo ser honesto con ustedes, tenia temor porque ya habia escuchado que todos los hospitales estaban
contagiados con el virus, no fui. Sélo me dedique a orar y en verdad, ese Viernes Santo pensé que moriria. Le supliqué al
Sefior que me diera una sefial, lo que El me dijera eso haria! Escuché una voz suave que me dijo: “descansa, confia en mi,
Yo estoy contigo.” Lo que menos queria era cerrar los ojos o dormir. Estuve llorando, no queria morir tampoco dormir. El
Sefior hizo que me acostara en mi cama y dormi tres horas. Cuando desperté ya no tenia fiebre, podia respirar mucho
mejor, las palpitaciones del corazén comenzaron a normalizarse y el terrible dolor de espalda comenzé a bajar. “Mi
corazon ardia cuando el Sefior me hablo.”
