Christ's victory for your crosses

Alleluia! Celebrate the healing and increased faith that
comes from growing closer to Jesus through the
faith-building exercises of Lent and the solemn
meditations of Holy Week!

The doorway into heaven is the cross. Experiencing the
glory of the celebration of Easter -- deep within our
hearts, within our needs, within our desires -- began with
accepting our sorrows and sacrifices and sufferings are
our own personal connections to Jesus. And now, Easter
joy comes not only from accepting what Jesus did

for you on the cross but also from continuing the
journey, side by side, step by step with Jesus.

When we're sincere about following Christ, if we truly
want to grow in faith, we do whatever he does, united to
his ministry of helping others grow in their eternal
relationship with God. In this, we face the cross again
and again. There is no gain in salvation without the pain
of sacrificial love.

The victorious alleluia of Easter is the triumph of the
cross. It's the realization that life doesn't have to be free
of troubles in order to be full of joy. It's the day-to-day
living out of a faith that comes from trusting that God is
carrying us through the trials and bringing good out of
bad.

Our cross is a soft word that we speak when someone
else is angry and we feel like shouting. Our cross is a
hand outstretched to comfort the afflicted when it's
inconvenient and we feel like withdrawing. Our cross is
a good deed that we do to those who treat us unjustly
and we feel like retaliating. And our resurrection is the
joy that comes from knowing that we have made a
difference in the lives of others for the sake of God's
kingdom.

Love that's given when it's difficult is a suffering love, a
passionate love, a salvific love, i.e., it benefits the eternal
lives of others. Then, our sacrifices have a value of
endless worth. This is so much better than a self-serving,
easy life. It's eternally better! Easter Sunday Mass is the
celebration of rising with Jesus into glorious victory over
evil.

Questions for Personal Reflection:

What sacrifices are you suffering from right now? Write
Jesus a love letter that connects your pain to his pain on
the cross, then rest quietly with him as if you were
sharing his tomb with him. When you're ready to rise
from your chair, celebrate that God appreciates all you
have done for his kingdom; this is your resurrection!

Easter

The Easter Vigil is the "Mother of All Vigils."Easter
Sunday, then, is the greatest of all Sundays, and Easter
Time is the most important of all liturgical times. Easter is
the celebration of the Lord's resurrection from the dead,
culminating in his Ascension to the Father and sending of
the Holy Spirit upon the Church. There are 50 days of
Easter from the first Sunday to Pentecost.lt is
characterized, above all, by the joy of glorified life and the
victory over death, expressed most fully in the great
resounding cry of the Christian: Alleluia! All faith flows
from faith in the resurrection:"If Christ has not been
raised, then empty is our preaching; empty, too, is your
faith." (1 Cor 15:14)

"What you sow is not brought to life unless it dies. And
what you sow is not the body that is to be, but a bare
kernel of wheat, perhaps, or of some other kind;...So also
is the resurrection of the dead. It is sown corruptible; it is
raised incorruptible. It is sown dishonorable; it is raised
glorious. It is sown weak; it is raised powerful. It is sown a
natural body; it is raised a spiritual body. If there is a
natural body, there is also a spiritual one. So, too, it is
written, "The first man, Adam, became a living being," the
last Adam a life-giving spirit. But the spiritual was not
first; rather the natural and then the spiritual. The first man
was from the earth, earthly; the second man, from heaven.
As was the earthly one, so also are the earthly, and as is
the heavenly one, so also are the heavenly. Just as we have
borne the image of the earthly one, we shall also bear the
image of the heavenly one (1 Cor 15:36-37, 42-49).

Read the Exsultet, the Proclamation of Easter, and
a commentary on its origins and meaning.

The octave of Easter comprises the eight days which
stretch from the first to the second Sunday. It is a way of
prolonging the joy of the initial day.In a sense, every day
of the Octave is like a little Sunday.

The word "Easter" comes from Old English, meaning
simply the "East." The sun which rises in the East,
bringing light, warmth and hope, is a symbol for the
Christian of the rising Christ, who is the true Light of the
world. The Paschal Candle is a central symbol of this
divine light, which is Christ.It is kept near the ambo
throughout Easter Time, and lit for all liturgical
celebrations.

Pascua
La Vigilia Pascual es "la Madre de todas las vigilias". El
domingo de Pascua, por tanto, es el mayor de todos los
domingos, y el Tiempo Pascual es el mas importante de
todos los tiempos litargicos. Pascua es la celebracion de
la resurreccion del Sefiorde entre los muertos, y culmina
en la Ascension al padre y en envio del Espiritu Santo
sobre la Iglesia. Hay 50 dias de Pascua desde el primer
domingo a Pentecostés. Se caracteriza, sobre todo, por la
alegria de la vida glorificada y la victoria sobre la muerte,
expresada mas plenamente en la gran resonante
aclamacion del cristiano: jAleluya! Toda la fe fluye de la
resurreccion: "Si Cristo no ha resucitado, vana es nuestra
predicacién; vana, también es nuestra fe". (1 Cor 15:14).

mas bien el natural y luego el espiritual. El primer hombre
nacion de la tierra; el segundo hombre, del cielo.

La octava de Pascua comprende los ocho dias que van
desde el primero al segundo domingo.
