The Baptism of the Lord

“After the Lord was baptized, the heavens were
opened and the Spirit descended upon him like a dove and
the voice of the Father thundered: This is my beloved Son,

with whom I am well pleased.” Cf. Matthew 3:16-17
On this glorious day, all of the baptized celebrate the day
our Lord and Savior was baptized by John in the Jordan
River. It is a great feast day, because it includes all of us
the adopted sons and daughters of God through the
wonderful grace of the sacrament of baptism. This event
promises us our own entrance into the spiritual and divine
life. For when the Lord condescended to receive baptism,
the Holy Spirit came upon him in the form of a dove, and
the Father’s voice was heard saying: “This is my beloved
Son. My favor rests on him.” In this celestial baptism, the
mystery of the Trinity is made known with its presence:
Father, Son and Holy Spirit. Without the need of a
baptism or the need of conversion, Jesus, through his
baptism unites heaven and earth. He also unites and
reconciles himself with all the baptized. In fact, the very
act of humbling one self, like John, “One more powerful
than I is to come after me. I am not fit to stoop and untie
his sandals.” Give us also an example not only that John
had to be in a “humble” relationship with the Lord, but
Jesus himself “condescended” to be submerged in the
Jordan River to come up and be one with his baptized
brothers and sisters and be “God’s beloved Son” in the
new baptized Israel. The Jordan River did not and could
not purify what was already Holy, instead Jesus purified
and sanctified all the waters for our sake, for it was said,
“I have baptized you in water; he will baptize you in the
Holy Spirit.” As baptized sons and daughters of the Most
High, let us live our baptismal call and promises
following the path of God’s Beloved Son, Jesus Christ
and live in the Spirit given to us in the wonderful
sacrament.
