World Mission Sunday
The Society for the Propagation of the Faith 
is one of the four Pontifical Mission Societies 
that annually celebrates World Mission Sunday 
(WMS). WMS recognizes our catholicity and 
universal solidarity with Christians over the 
world, and our common responsibility with 
regard to the evangelization of the world. 
How Does Your World Mission Sunday Gift 
Help? $20 can assist with building a chapel in 
the Fiji Islands. $40 can provide support for 
a catechist in Peru. $100 can support a sister 
in Kenya serving among homeless children.
