Ministry Spotlight: 
This week, we focus on our R.C.I.A. Ministry: 
Our R.C.I.A. Ministry, which stands for Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults, is the 
process by which the Catholic Church welcomes new members.  Classes are for 
adults aged 18 years and older who wish to be baptized into the Catholic faith, or for 
those who have been baptized, but are missing the Sacraments of Eucharist and 
Confirmation.  Past attendees have included those who are fully initiated into the 
Church, but who wish to “update” their knowledge base,  Classes are managed by 
lay personnel who have been trained in the various aspects of the Catholic faith.  

Time spent in class includes instruction and conversation, with the aim that the journey being undertaken by each  
individual will result in a conversion of their heart and formation into discipleship.  Classes here at Annunciation generally 
begin in early October and run through the following May.  This two-year program cumulates with the administration of 
the Sacraments at the Easter Vigil Mass (the Saturday prior to Easter.  Classes meet in a conference room of the Parish 
Office on Thursday evenings from 7:00 to 8:30 p.m.  If you are interested in this ministry, please contact Sandra Rivera
