These saints understood the
beauty of a prayer life united to
Jesus' Heart.

Devotion to the Sacred Heart of Jesus is,
according to the Directory on Popular Piety, “one
of the most widespread and popular [devotions]
in the Church.”

It is a deeply Christo-centric practice that has
been a vital part of Christian devotion since the
beginning. When viewed, “in the light of the
Scriptures, the term ‘Sacred Heart of Jesus’
denotes the entire mystery of Christ, the totality
of his being, and his person considered in its most
intimate essential: Son of God, uncreated
wisdom; infinite charity, principal of the
salvation and sanctification of mankind. The
‘Sacred Heart’ is Christ, the Word Incarnate,
Saviour, intrinsically containing, in the Spirit, an
infinite divine-human love for the Father and for
his brothers.”

The ancient devotion was revived and spread
throughout the world after a French
Visitandine (Visitation) nun named Margaret
Mary Alacoque had visions of Jesus, wherein he
asked the Church to honor his Most Sacred Heart.
Since then numerous saints have promoted this
worthy devotion.
