 Baptism in Christ: From Death 
to New Life 

 

At a recent Baptism, I remember 
speaking with the parents about 
how their child, through the wa-
ters of Baptism, was now called 
to be a light for others, a positive 
influence on those around, be-
cause they are now united, linked to Christ.  
That’s the symbol of giving the child a candle, lit 
from the Easter Candle.  To be a light for others.  
We imitate Christ by being the Body of Christ, and 
humbly offering ourselves in service to God and 
to  others. 

 

What does St. Paul say today? Are you unaware 
that we who were baptized into Christ Jesus were 
baptized into his death? So that just as Christ was 
raised from the dead, … we too might live in new-
ness of life. 
 

These words, from his letter to the Romans, focus 
on: who we are and what we are called to 
be because of our union with Christ through bap-
tism.  We are baptized into Christ so that we can 
pour out our lives for others as he did.  We be-
come one-with-Christ so that we will receive and 
accept the challenge to be like Christ in our world. 
 

Paul’s words are inspirational: we are to be 
“Christ-like” because of our baptism.   This im-
portant sacrament begins our intimate relation-
ship to Christ, and to God the Father, and the Holy 
Spirit.  May we become “something absolutely 
new”, as Paul says.

July 6  |  SAINT MARIA GORETTI (1890-1902) 
 
Does anything match a mother’s pride in her children? First 
Communions, confirmations, graduations, weddings: how 
these delight a mother’s heart! Imagine, then, Assunta 
Goretti, the only mother ever to attend her child’s canoniza-
tion! In poverty-stricken rural Italy, widowed Assunta tend-
ed fields for the Serenelli family, whose eighteen-year old 
son Alessandro propositioned her barely twelve-year old 
Maria; then, when she resisted, crying, “It is a sin! God for-
bids it!” he stabbed her fourteen times. As she lay dying, 
Maria assured the attending priest, “Yes, I forgive Ales-
sandro! I want him to be in Paradise with me someday.” 
Imprisoned, unrepentant, Alessandro changed after dream-
ing that a radiant Maria had offered 
him fourteen lilies. “I’ve kept my 
promise,” she smiled. “You’ll be here 
with me someday.” Upon release, he 
rushed to beg Assunta’s forgiveness. 
“Jesus has forgiven you,” she re-
plied, “my Maria too. How can I re-
fuse?” Next morning, mother and 
murderer walked arm in arm to 
church and knelt side by side for 
Communion.
