The image of “seeds” persists
through this Sunday's Scrip- |
ture. Sometimes the Scripture
opens up more questlons for &

how God is calling me to ac-
tion. These words are no dif-
ferent.

When I lived in the dorm in seminary, a classmate
had a poster on his door: "Bloom where you're
planted," accompanied by an image of sunflow-
ers. St.Julie Billiart reminds us, "To be simple is to
be like a sunflower which follows all the move-
ments of the sun and ever turns toward it." Do we
turn to God during both good and tough times, so
that we can bloom?

Which seed am I in the Gospel -- on the path, on
rocky ground, or on good soil? Even if I fall on
good ground, we know that the seeds God has
planted still need to be watered and tended if
they are to thrive. So, too, must I care for my spir-
itual growth to be "the one who hears the word
and understands it" and bears a yield multifold.
