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I am traveling this week with Vermilion Catholic Students to the annual National March for Life in Washington, D.C., always held on the Friday closest to January 22, the anniversary of Roe vs. Wade. Even though that Supreme Court decision has been overturned, our country still fails to respect the fundamental right to life. Several states have kept and even expanded access to abortion, though we are fortunate that Louisiana has completely banned the practice.  We are making this trip because, although we have made progress, the Right to Life is a cause that we must continue to champion. This trip will also be a pilgrimage to several sacred sites in the area, invoking the intercession of various American saints and learning about the intersection of faith and patriotism in our country. Please pray for us as we make this journey.  More importantly, please continue to pray that our country preserve the right to life from conception to natural death. Though you may not be in a position to rescue someone at risk or to change the law, you are in a position to call down the grace of God. Your every prayer, sacrifice, and act of charity offered to God for this intention matters.  We are also called to uphold the dignity of human life by our actions. The right to life is not just the right to be born. It is the right to be treated with respect and to be given the opportunity to flourish. Life is not just survival, but includes a whole network of relationships and responsibilities. Even if we do not deal directly with people threatened by abortion or euthanasia, we all do interact directly with human beings. How we treat the people around us speaks to how seriously we take the right to life.  Ask yourself this: Do I treat each person I encounter as though they have the right to live, regardless of their status, skills, attractiveness, or wealth? Do I reduce other human beings to objects or tools for my comfort, convenience, or pleasure? Do I demonize others so I can justify ignoring their human dignity?  If your conscience does convict you of shortcomings in this area, invite the Holy Spirit to convert your heart so that you can be a more genuine witness to the value of human life.   In Christ,   
Fr.
