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We are just two weeks from the beginning of the Lenten season. If you are anything like me, you might sometimes get caught off guard by things like that and find yourself going to bed on the night before Ash Wednesday saying, “What am I going to do for Lent this year?” Obviously, that is not a great way to discern the best way to honor that Holy season. So, here is your little nudge to start praying and thinking about it now.  When it comes to honoring Lent, the part everyone knows about is giving something up. Great! Every Catholic should give something up for Lent. Just know that is not the only thing we should do for Lent. As we hear every year in the readings at the beginning of Lent, Jesus gives us three practices his followers should observe. We should really do them year-round, but Lent is a time to dig deeper.  These three Lenten practices are, in order: Almsgiving, Prayer, and Fasting. Fasting is the “giving something up for Lent.” It is also avoiding meat on Fridays. Notice, however, that Jesus focuses on Almsgiving first. This can mean literally giving money to the less fortunate, but it can also mean any kind of giving of something to those who need it: acts of service, corporal and spiritual works of mercy, and time spent on the good of others. Prayer is exactly what it sounds like, although I should remind you that Jesus tells us not to show off in our prayer. Private prayer is essential. I would add that we should make sure our prayer is not just asking stuff or saying words, but also listening, either in silence or in reading scripture and holy books.  I urge you to do at least one extra thing in each category for Lent. Before you randomly pick three things, though, be sure to pray, ask God, and examine your conscience. What are your most common faults? What are the areas you need to grow in the most? See if you can find some kind of almsgiving, prayer, or fasting that addresses those things. Make them small and manageable. It is better to do 3 little things consistently throughout Lent, rather than several big things for only the first week of Lent.  And just because I keep hearing that this is a thing, let me be clear about fasting during Lent and on Good Friday: hosting or attending a crawfish boil on Good Friday is not okay.   Yeah, sure, crawfish is not meat. However, I would like you to imagine standing around drinking beer and eating several pounds of crawfish on Calvary. Imagine partying in the yard with friends and family and looking over to see Jesus bleeding and dying on the cross 10 feet away. A crawfish boil on Good Friday might be within the letter of the law, but it definitely violates the spirit of the law. Let’s get ahead of that now. Do not plan a crawfish boil for Good Friday. If someone else does, ask them to reconsider and tell them you will not attend.  Let us prepare for Lent. Let us prayerfully identify the almsgiving, prayer, and fasting we will use to sanctify ourselves. And let us plan to go all the way to the end of Lent with the spirit of humility and repentance it calls for.    In Christ,   
Fr.
