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Catholics know that Lent and Advent mean a lot more purple. I imagine many of us instinctively think of mercy, penance, and confession when we see purple. Why did the Church pick that color?  Purple was the color of royalty in ancient times. That is not just because it was pretty, but because it was such an expensive and rare color to produce that only kings and the super wealthy could afford it. The process of making purple dye involved a lot of tedious work, requiring hundreds of snails and multiple days to make even a small portion. People quickly associated the color with royalty, and some cultures even passed laws restricting who was allowed to wear purple.  What does royalty have to do with Lent and Advent? Or with mercy and forgiveness? If you wanted to free someone from a penalty that came with breaking the law, you had to have enough legal power for it to stick. Kings and emperors have always had this power to issue pardons and free the imprisoned. Even in our current culture, where we have an elected president instead of a king, the power of pardoning is still connected to executive power.  When Jesus Christ tells people, “go in peace, your sins are forgiven,” the Pharisees and scribes rightly recognize that He is claiming the royal power which belongs to God alone. Now, the purple of both Lent and Advent taps into that royal connotation. Jesus is the true king with the power to mercifully forgive sins, hence the connection between mercy and purple. Priests always wear a purple stole when hearing confessions and when performing an exorcism, again signifying the royal authority of Jesus Christ.  Purple is also the color of a wound (think of bruising), so in addition to the royal connection, we use this color to point us to the passion and death of Jesus Christ. Jesus was bruised and beaten and killed for our sins, so it makes sense to use a color that thematically links mercy with Jesus’ suffering and death. The color red is more obviously the color of blood, which is why we use it on Palm Sunday and Good Friday, but the close connection between purple and red and between purple and royalty is just part of the reason Lent has come to use this color.  Every time you look at the purple banners and vestments and runners throughout this season, let it be a reminder of this: Jesus is your King, and he is a king who willingly died for your sins. Let his royal mercy be your hope and the reason you keep coming back.  In Christ,   
Fr.
