ESCRUTINIOS DE OICA DURANTE LA CUARESMA 

¿Qué es OICA?  
El Orden de Iniciación Cristiana de Adultos (OCIA) es el proceso establecido 
por la Iglesia universal para que las personas se conviertan al catolicismo y 
reciban los sacramentos de iniciación: Bautismo, Confirmación y Eucaristía 

(generalmente en la Vigilia Pascual). 

¿Qué son los Escrutinios? ¿Cuándo se celebran? 
El catecumenado, un tiempo para aprender y vivir la fe cristiana, se santifica 

mediante ritos sagrados que se celebran en intervalos sucesivos. Es 
importante que estos ritos se celebren ante toda la comunidad parroquial, 
al reunirnos para acoger y animar a nuestros nuevos hermanos y hermanas 

en nuestra familia eclesial. 

El tercer, cuarto y quinto domingo de Cuaresma, los recién elegidos 
participan en tres ritos sucesivos llamados "los Escrutinios". Estos ritos, con 
raíces que se remontan a la Iglesia primitiva, tienen lugar durante la Misa 
dominical, cada uno vinculado temáticamente a la lectura del Evangelio 

para esa Misa. Los tres pasajes del Evangelio de San Juan para estos 
domingos fueron seleccionados alrededor del año 500 d.C. como 

representaciones poderosas de la transformación oculta que Dios logra en 
los Elegidos a través de cada Escrutinio. Cada proclamación enfatiza el 
arrepentimiento y la conversión a medida que la Luz de Cristo viene a 

atravesar las tinieblas del pecado y a traer vida donde hay muerte. 

Los "Elegidos", junto con sus padrinos, se presentan ante el celebrante y la 
asamblea, quienes oran por ellos en silencio con una serie de intercesiones. 

Culmina con una oración de purificación y protección (exorcismo) con la 
imposición de manos. Cada Escrutinio es un paso en la preparación de los 

Elegidos para la celebración e iniciación que se avecinan (en la Vigilia 
Pascual). Los Escrutinios son la manera en que Dios observa de cerca y con 
amor a los Elegidos. Dios no examina a los catecúmenos para encontrar sus 

defectos, sino para celebrar todo lo bello, bueno y verdadero que hay en 
ellos. Jesús nos “escruta” con la Luz Divina, revelando todo lo valioso que hay 

dentro de cada uno de nosotros. También nos revela las maneras en que 
estamos heridos, enfermos o pecaminosos. Esto no significa rechazarnos, 

sino llamarnos a una nueva vida y a la sanación. 

Que estos Escrutinios nos llamen tanto a nuestros Elegidos como 
a nosotros a las aguas vivas del bautismo, a la luz de la santidad, 

a una vida nueva en Cristo, a través de Su Resurrección. 

 
Los Escrutinios se celebrarán en las misas de 9:00 a. m. y 1:00 p. m. de los 

siguientes domingos, utilizando las lecturas del Ciclo A: 
 

23 de marzo: Tercer Domingo de Cuaresma: El Evangelio (la mujer 
samaritana en el pozo) nos dice que Cristo es el agua viva.  

30 de marzo: Cuarto Domingo de Cuaresma: El Evangelio (la curación del 
ciego de nacimiento) nos dice que Cristo es la Luz del Mundo. 

6 de abril: Quinto Domingo de Cuaresma: El Evangelio (la resurrección de 
Lázaro) nos dice que Cristo es la Resurrección y la Vida.

OCIA SCRUTINIES DURING LENT 
What is the OCIA? The Order of Christian Initiation of 
Adults (OCIA) is the process established for the universal 
Church for individuals to become Catholic and receive 
the sacraments of initiation — Baptism, Confirmation, 
and the Eucharist (usually at the Easter Vigil). 

What are the Scrutinies? When are the celebrated? 
The period of the catechumenate, which is intended as a time to learn 

and live out the Christian faith, is sanctified by sacred rites to be 
celebrated at successive intervals. It is important that these rites be 

celebrated among the entire parish community as we come together to 
accept and encourage our new brothers and sisters into our ecclesial 

family. 

On the third, fourth, and fifth Sundays of Lent, the newly named “Elect” 
participate in three successive rites called “the Scrutinies.” These rites, with 
roots dating back to the early Church, take place during the Sunday Mass, 
each thematically linked to the Gospel reading for that Mass. The three 
passages from St. John’s Gospel for these Sundays were selected around 
500 AD as powerful depictions of the hidden transformation God 
accomplishes in the Elect through each Scrutiny. Each proclamation 
emphasizes repentance and conversion as the Light of Christ comes to 
pierce the darkness of sin and to bring life where there is death. 

The “Elect” along with their sponsors, come before the celebrant and the 
assembly, who pray for them silently with a series of intercessions. It 
culminates in a prayer of cleansing and protection (exorcism) with the 
laying-on-of-hands. Each Scrutiny is a step in preparing the Elect for the 
celebration and initiation soon to come. (at the Easter Vigil). The Scrutinies 
are God’s way of taking a close, loving look at the Elect. God does not 
scrutinize the Catechumens in order to find what’s wrong with them but 
to celebrate all that’s beautiful, good, and true in them. Jesus “scrutinizes” 
us with Divine Light, revealing all that is valuable within each of us. He also 
reveals to us the ways in which we are hurting, or sick, or sinful. This is not 
to reject us, but to call us to new life and to healing. 

May these Scrutinies call both our Elect and us into the living waters of 
baptism, to the light of holiness, to a new life in Christ, through His 

Resurrection. 

The Scrutinies will be celebrated at the 9:00 am and the 1:00 pm Masses 
on the following Sundays, using the Mass Readings for Cycle A..  

 March 23: Third Sunday of Lent: The Gospel (the Samaritan Woman at 
the well) tells us that Christ is the Living Water. 

 March 30: Fourth Sunday of Lent: The Gospel (healing of the man born 
blind), tells us that Christ is the Light of the World. 

 April 6: Fifth Sunday of Lent: The Gospel, (the raising of Lazarus from 
the dead), tells us that Christ is the Resurrection and the Life.
