My Dear Brothers and Sisters: 
During these Summer Months, we are all aware of the 

Houston heat and humidity.  I have decided that it was time 
to “A-Dress” another “Hot Topic” that many people would 
rather me not address.  I understand the need to dress as cool 
as possible during the Summer; however, many people seem 
to be unaware of the need for more modest and elegant attire 
within the Holy Sanctuary of the Church.  I would like to 
address this topic of Appropriate Church Attire here today, 
and I will continue with this topic in more detail in next 
Sunday’s Bulletin.   

I have heard many people complain that we have lost 
a sense of reverence for the Holy Mass.  Even many young 
people today are searching for a more reverent and Holy 
Sanctuary to feed their hungry souls.  The Latin language 
does not make the celebration of the Mass more reverent; 
however, the attitudes, gestures and attire do exemplify an 
atmosphere of reverence or lack thereof.  Whenever we dress 
casually for Mass, we are communicating a very casual 
attitude toward the Holy Mysteries we have come to 
celebrate.  Many people interpret this casual appearance as a 
sign that the Mass is no more important than any other place 
we visit regularly.  I have seen people walk into Church with 
the same attitude and attire that one would wear to a grocery 
store instead of the Heavenly Banquet.  It is as if attending 
Mass were just another Sunday errand to do between 
Walmart and Kroger rather than entering the Holy Presence 
of God and participating in the Holy Sacrifice of our Salvation. 

The phrase, “Dress for Success” should apply as much 
to those seeking Holiness as it applies to those seeking a 
better job position.  In the professional arena, one’s 
appearance and attire during a job interview makes a very 
important statement. Our attire and appearance speak more 
about us than our resume.  If we have elegant and modest 
attire reserved for special Banquets and formal gatherings in 
our closet, why are we not wearing them to enter the Holy 
Sanctuary of God for the Holy Sacrifice of the Mass?  I will 
address the need for modesty in next Sunday’s Bulletin.

There is an expected dress code enforced if you were invited to visit The White House, or Pope Leo in 
the Vatican or any major Basilica in Rome.   An invitation by our Lord Jesus Christ to come to His Holy 
Sanctuary of the Heavenly Banquet should require us to consider our attire even more carefully.  Who 
deserves to see us giving our very best apart from God who gives us all we have?  When we dress ourselves in 
our best attire for Church, we better emphasize the magnificence of almighty God and His Holy Church.  
Whenever we are attired in modest and elegant clothing, we emphasize our great dignity as sons and 
daughters of God.  I hope you have experienced for yourself that whenever your attire makes you look 
important, you actually feel important.  When we dress professional we should also act more professional.  As 
a child of God, let us all put on the attire which reveals us as the Holy child of God we are indeed.

Mis Queridos Hermanos y Hermanas: 
Durante estos meses de verano, todos estamos conscientes del calor y la humedad de Houston. He 

decidido que es momento para abordar otro tema candente que muchos preferirían que no tocara. Entiendo 
la necesidad de vestirse lo más fresco posible durante el verano, sin embargo, muchas personas parecen no 
estar conscientes de la necesidad de una vestimenta más moderada y elegante dentro del Sagrado Santuario 
de la Iglesia. Hoy me gustaría tratar este tema de la vestimenta apropiada para la Iglesia, y continuare con el 
en más detalle en el boletín del próximo domingo.  

He escuchado a muchas personas quejarse de que hemos perdido el sentido de reverencia por la 
Santa Misa. Incluso muchos jóvenes hoy en día están buscando un Santuario más reverente y santo para 
alimentar sus almas hambrientas. El uso del latín no hace que la celebración de la Misa sea más reverente, sin 
embargo, las actitudes, gestos y la vestimenta sí ejemplifican un ambiente de reverencia o la falta de ella. 
Cada vez que nos vestimos de manera informal para la Misa, estamos comunicando una actitud muy informal 
hacia los Santos Misterios que hemos venido a celebrar. Muchas personas interpretan esta apariencia casual 
como una señal de que la Misa no es más importante que cualquier otro lugar que visitamos regularmente. 
He visto personas entrar a la Iglesia con la misma actitud y vestimenta que usarían para ir al supermercado, y 
no al Banquete Celestial. Es como si asistir a Misa fuera solo otra cosa que hacer el domingo, entre ir a 
Walmart y a Kroger, en lugar de entrar en la Santa Presencia de Dios y participar en el Santo Sacrificio de 
nuestra Salvación. 

La frase "Vístete para el éxito" debería aplicarse tanto a quienes buscan la Santidad como a quienes 
buscan un mejor trabajo. En el ámbito profesional, la apariencia y vestimenta durante una entrevista de 
trabajo afirman algo muy importante. Nuestra vestimenta y apariencia dicen más de nosotros que nuestro 
currículum. Si tenemos en el armario ropa elegante y modesta reservada para banquetes especiales y 
reuniones formales, ¿por qué no la usamos para entrar al Santo Santuario de Dios para el Santo Sacrificio de la 
Misa? En el boletín del próximo domingo hablare de la necesidad de la modestia. 

Si uno fuera invitado a visitar la Casa Blanca, al Papa León en el Vaticano o cualquier Basílica 
importante en Roma, existe un código de vestimenta requerido. Una invitación de nuestro Señor Jesucristo 
para acudir a Su Santo Santuario del Banquete Celestial debería hacernos considerar nuestra vestimenta con 
aún más cuidado. ¿Quién merece vernos dando lo mejor de nosotros más que Dios, quien nos da todo lo que 
tenemos? Cuando nos vestimos con nuestra mejor ropa para la Iglesia, enfatizamos mejor la magnificencia 
de Dios todopoderoso y de Su Santa Iglesia. Siempre que llevamos ropa modesta y elegante, resaltamos 
nuestra gran dignidad como hijos e hijas de Dios. Espero que hayan experimentado por ustedes mismos que, 
cuando su vestimenta los hace ver importantes, en realidad se sienten importantes. Cuando nos vestimos de 
forma profesional, también deberíamos actuar de forma más profesional. Como hijos de Dios, pongámonos la 
vestimenta que nos revela como los santos hijos de Dios que realmente somos.
