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4 REFLECTION FROM THE PASTOR / REFLEXIÓN DEL PÁRROCO   

My Dear Brothers and Sisters: 
  I would like to continue the topic of 
appropriate attire for entering the Holy 
Sanctuary of the Church for the Sacred 
Celebration of the Holy Mass. As Catholic 
Christians we are called to lead a life of holiness 
and to enter the presence of God with a pure 
heart.  The Catechism of the Catholic Church 
says, “Purity requires modesty, an integral part 
of temperance. Modesty protects the intimate 
center of the person. It means refusing to unveil 
what should remain hidden (CCC 2521).  The 
Catechism goes on to say, “Modesty is decency. 
It inspires one’s choice of clothing. It is 
discreet” (CCC 2522).  
  The fear of addressing the modesty issue 
during Mass is often fueled by things we’ve 
heard repeated over the years, such as “we don’t 
want anyone to feel judged, or unwelcome in 
our worship space” or “if we say anything about 
dress they might stop going to Mass.”  While we 
want everyone to feel welcome, we’re also called 
to lead by example—encouraging reverence 
through our words, actions, and appearance. 
Immodest dress isn’t merely about comfort; it 
reflects cultural influences that may distract 
from the sacred. 
  Immodest dress at Mass is not a comfort 
problem, but a Spiritual Problem. The Mass is a 
holy encounter with Christ. Our dress should 
reflect reverence, humility, and respect for God, 
for ourselves, and for those around us. The way 
we present ourselves can either inspire or 
distract, becoming a source of temptation 
rather than a means of focusing on Christ. 
  Wearing appropriate lightweight clothing will 
keep you just as cool as a tank top and shorts. 
That’s why the “it’s too hot to wear anything but 
shorts to church” excuse falls flat.  Let us assist 
everyone in placing our full attention on the 
body of Christ during the Holy Sacrifice of the 
Mass instead of trying to draw attention to our 
own bodies by what we wear.  Appropriate 
modest attire encourages others to see us for 
who we are rather than emphasizing our bodies 
as objects of carnal desires.   
  You will notice the new signs in the Narthex 
which remind everyone of what is appropriate 
Church attire.

Mis Queridos Hermanos y Hermanas: 
  Me gustaría continuar con el tema de la 
vestimenta apropiada para entrar en el Santo 
Santuario de la Iglesia para la Sagrada Celebración 
de la Santa Misa. Como cristianos católicos, 
estamos llamados a llevar una vida de santidad y a 
entrar en la presencia de Dios con un corazón 
puro. El Catecismo de la Iglesia Católica dice: “La 
pureza exige el pudor, que es parte integrante de 
la templanza. El pudor preserva la intimidad de la 
persona. Consiste en negarse a exhibir lo que debe 
permanecer oculto” (CIC 2521). El Catecismo 
continúa diciendo: El pudor es decencia; inspira la 
elección de la vestimenta. Es discreto” (CIC 2522).  
  El temor de abordar el tema del pudor durante 
la Misa a menudo se alimenta de cosas que hemos 
escuchado repetidamente a lo largo de los años, 
como “no queremos que nadie se sienta juzgado o 
no bienvenido en nuestro espacio de adoración” o 
“si decimos algo sobre la vestimenta, puede que 
dejen de venir a Misa”.  Si bien queremos que 
todos se sientan bienvenidos, también estamos 
llamados a dar ejemplo, fomentando la reverencia 
por medio de nuestras palabras, acciones y 
apariencia.  La vestimenta inmodesta no se trata 
solo de comodidad, refleja influencias culturales 
que pueden distraer de lo sagrado.  
  La vestimenta inmodesta en la Misa no es un 
problema de comodidad, sino un Problema 
Espiritual.  La Misa es un encuentro santo con 
Cristo. Nuestra forma de vestir debería reflejar 
reverencia, humildad y respeto hacia Dios, hacia 
nosotros mismos y hacia quienes nos rodean. La 
manera en que nos presentamos puede inspirar o 
distraer, convirtiéndose en una fuente de 
tentación en lugar de un medio para centrarnos 
en Cristo. 
  Llevar ropa ligera y apropiada te mantendrá 
igual de fresco que una camiseta sin mangas y 
pantalones cortos. Por eso, la excusa de que “hace 
demasiado calor para llevar otra cosa que no sean 
pantalones cortos a la iglesia” no queda. 
Ayudemos a todos a centrar nuestra atención 
enteramente en el Cuerpo de Cristo durante el 
Santo Sacrificio de la Misa, en lugar de atraer 
miradas hacia nuestros propios cuerpos con lo que 
llevamos puesto. La vestimenta modesta y 
apropiada anima a los demás a vernos por quienes 
somos, en lugar de resaltar nuestros cuerpos 
como objetos de deseo carnal.  
  Notarán los nuevos carteles en el Nártex que 
recuerdan a todos cuál es la vestimenta apropiada 
para asistir a la Iglesia.
