Highlights
ACE Scholarship - Starting in 2026-2027, the ACE application is no longer part of FACTS. Separate
applications must be submitted. The ACE application closes on April 15.

Jethsuby Scholarship - This requires a separate form as well as the FACTS application, school
transcript and recommendation letters. If you are applying, please submit a request for the
transcript and recommendation letters by February 13. The Jethsuby application closes February 27.
