From The Desk of The Parochial Vicar

Practical Notes on Advent

Happy Liturgical New Year! This sea-
son of Advent points us towards the
joyful celebration of Jesus' birth at
Christmas, and is a good opportunity to
consider anew how we are “preparing
the way” in our heart to receive our Lord.

One of the best ways to prepare ourselves is to
make a good examination of conscience and a
good confession. In addition to our regularly sched-
uled confession times (Saturdays from 3:30 to 4:30
pm), Fr. Francis and | will also be available to hear
confessions on the evening of Wednesday, Decem-
ber 17th, from 6pm to 8pm. In a special way | ask that
you please pray for folks who have been away from
Church, and take every opportunity to invite them to
come back for Christmas, and especially to prepare
by coming to confession first.

Another good way to prepare is to eliminate some
of the noise and distractions in our life, perhaps by
cutting back on media consumption, and making
more time for prayer. Spend time with Jesus in ado-
ration — join us for our First Friday adoration on De-
cember 5th from 10am to 7pm, or our regular Friday
evening Holy Hour from 6 to 7 — and hear His voice in
sacred scripture. You never know: taking on some
small spiritual practice like this might end up having
a bigger impact on your life than you think. We have
some Advent Companion booklets from Magnificat
available with meditations and selections from scrip-
ture to help you in this, please take one home with
you!

Finally, during this time when we remember the
anticipation of waiting for the birth of Christ, let's not
forget to honor His Mother, Mary, whose “yes!” made
it possible. We will have a parish celebration honor-
ing Our Lady of Guadalupe at the 10am Mass on Sun-
day, December 7th, with special music and festivities,
followed by a little fiesta out front with hot chocolate
and pan dulce. And don't forget to come to Mass on
Monday, December 8th (or the evening of the 7th) to
celebrate the feast of Mary’'s Immaculate Concep-
tion, which is a Holy Day of Obligation. Mary reflected
on God's marvelous providence in coming to us in
the flesh (Lk 219), and she can teach us to do the
same.

However you observe this Advent season, | hope it
is one of joyful anticipation and effective preparation
for the mystery of the Nativity!
