Philadelphia native St. Katharine
Drexel, grew up to become one of the
first American-born saints. Her mother
passed away when she was only five
weeks old. Her father, a renowned
banker, remarried a wonderful
woman, and together they raised
Katharine and her two sisters in a life
of privilege. The Drexels were devout
Catholics and set an excellent example
of true Christian servitude with prayer
and care for the poor.

After her father's death, Katharine
considered joining a contemplative
order. However, during an audience
with the Pope while on a trip to Rome
with her sister, when she asked for
more missionaries to be sent to the
American West, the Pope asked her to
become a missionary herself!

Katharine gave up her inheritance and
instead devoted her life to the material
and spiritual well-being of Black and
Native Americans. She established the
Sisters of the Blessed Sacrament for
Indians and Colored, and together they
opened a boarding school in Santa Fe,
the first of 50 missions for Native
Americans in 16 states. At the time of
her death, she had also established a
system of 63 schools, including Xavier
University in New Orleans, the first
Catholic university in the United States
for African Americans.

At 77, she suffered a heart attack and
spent the next 20 years of her life in
quiet yet intense prayer. She died at
the age of 96 and was canonized in

2000 by Pope John Paul II.

The Story of Adele Brise

Adele Brise was born in Belgium in 1831 and immigrated to a Belgian
community in Champion, Wisconsin with her family. In 1859, while
walking along a trail in the woods, she encountered a beautiful lady
clothed in dazzling white with a yellow sash and a crown of stars
around her head. The lady, who identified herself as the “Queen of
Heaven,” instructed Adele to teach the faith to children and assured
her of divine assistance. Adele’s dedication to this mission and the
miraculous events surrounding the shrine continue to inspire
countless pilgrims.

For many Americans, traveling overseas to a Marian site is an
impractical endeavor, making this US site - the only approved Marian
site in the country - the perfect destination.

Accompanied by Deacon Tim Perry of St. Alphonsus, our day at the
shrine will include engaging in prayer, attending Mass, participating in
confessions, and exploring the sacred grounds.

Last September, SAL parishioner Dawn
Holifield visited Our Lady of Champion
Shrine with her mom and sisters and
found it to be a deeply moving
experience. “My mother, who was battling
ovarian cancer, wanted to go there for
some time,” said Dawn. So, the sisters
made it happen with a little getaway

: ' “ weekend, spending time together and
connectlng with God. The grounds were beautiful, and the weather
was perfect. “You could just feel the presence of the Holy Spirit
everywhere...that you were on sacred ground,” said Dawn. “| felt so
blessed to be where Mary once appeared to Adele Brise.”

Dawn's mother Betty Brese passed away in February. She and her
sisters will forever feel blessed and grateful to have experienced the
pilgrimage together.
