     First Reading:   1 Samuel 26:2, 7-9, 12-13, 22-23

opportunity to kill Saul but didn't carry it out, believing that it’s the Lord who rewards each person according to his    
justice and faithfulness.

St. Paul attests to the fact that we are both human and divine.  Meaning, we have the capacity to do evil                     
(sinful nature) and to be Christ-like as being made in the image and likeness of God, who is gracious and merciful.

"do to others as you would have them do to you".  As God's children, to reciprocate is not the standard Christian         
attitude/behavior rather to be like God, to be loving, merciful and compassionate is.
