As Jesus and his disciples make their way to Jerusalem, Jesus has been teaching them by word and
example how to be faithful disciples. At one point on the journey, the disciples see Jesus praying.
The example of Jesus at prayer prompts the disciples to ask to be shown how to pray in a manner
similar to the disciples of John the Baptist. Jesus shares three reflections on prayer.  First, Jesus

shares the Lord’s Prayer as the way we are called to share with God the Father.  Then Jesus shares
a parable emphasizing the importance of praying with persistence.  Finally, Jesus concludes by

sharing with concrete examples how God as a loving Father cares for each child.  
Each of these reflections of Jesus helps to form our relationship and our communication with God.

We are invited to humbly share our hearts with Our Father, who reigns and blesses all from
heaven.  The Lord urges us to persist and continually direct our hearts and thoughts toward Our

Merciful and Loving Father, the generous source of all good gifts.  May our lives of prayer always
reflect our relationship to Jesus Christ, who guides us to Our Father by his words of life and his

deeds of mercy.
