AUGUST 24, 2025 — 21st SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME
“GO OUT TO ALL THE WORLD AND TELL THE GOOD NEWS.” - MARK 16:15

In the Gospel of Luke, as Jesus makes his way to Jerusalem, a person asks Jesus if only a few
people will be saved. When considering the grace of salvation, this question has been discussed
throughout the centuries. Jesus personalizes his response by calling each of us to keep striving to
enter through the narrow gate. Jesus makes it very clear that it is challenging to faithfully respond to
his call to follow and to accept the demands and sacrifices of being a disciple of Jesus.

In his parable of the locked door, Jesus clearly identifies himself as the master of the house who,
rising from the dead, responds to those knocking at the door. Jesus makes it clear that simply
knowing him or being physically close to him is not sufficient for being allowed to enter the Kingdom
of God. We are called to actively hear the Word of God and to faithfully act upon the commands of
the Lord. Jesus promises that many, who act upon the Word of God, will come from east, west,
north, and south, and find a welcome reception at table in the Kingdom of God. May our lifelong
willingness to hear and to act upon the Word and God find an eternal welcome and blessing with all
the faithful in the Kingdom of God.
