“PRAISE THE LORD MY SOUL.” – PSALM 146

 Today, we hear Jesus share with the Pharisees the parable of Lazarus and the rich man. 
The parable affirms that God ultimately reverses the situations of the arrogant and the

lowly. The rich man of the parable, living in selfish splendor, is cast down by God for failing
to see and care for his poor neighbor, Lazarus. Ultimately, the poor beggar Lazarus is

 Cast out of the kingdom of eternal life, the rich man begs Abraham to send Lazarus to warn his brothers
and save them from eternal punishment. But, Abraham shares that since the brothers have not listened to
Moses and the prophets, they will not even listen to one who rises from the dead. The parable affirms the

reality that sin blinds us to the truth shared both by the prophets and Jesus, the Risen Savior. May we
always respond with fidelity to the call of conversion shared by the prophets and Jesus. For in their

prophetic words of conversion, we find the gift of true and eternal life.
