HOMEBOUND MINISTRY 
Our Extraordinary Ministers of the Eucharist take Holy 
Communion to the homebound of the parish weekly or 

monthly, as required. Whether you are permanently 
homebound, or just  temporarily  homebound due to  

surgery, we can arrange for you to receive the  
Eucharist in your own home. If you are a parishioner in 
need of this ministry, please call  Sr. Thérèse Carolan  

at 797-2375, x 229.  

If you are age 70½ or older, IRS rules require you to take 
required minimum distributions each year from your tax-
deferred retirement accounts. You can reduce your taxa-
ble income, even if you don't itemize deductions -- and 
support St. Michael's at the same time -- by transferring 
up to $100,000 from your IRA to the parish. Your gift must 
be made directly from your IRA account to a qualified 
charity. Simply ask your IRA custodian to issue a check 
from your IRA payable to St. Michael the Archangel  
Catholic Church and mail it to us at 2281 State Road 580, 
Clearwater, FL 33763. You can be sure it will be put to 
good use!
