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 Pastor’s Reflection 
 

Most oŌen we are used to idenƟfying ourselves by what we do 
and not by who we are. For example, how do people describe 
you? They might idenƟfy you by your occupaƟon:  priest, nurse, 
lawyer, teacher… If we think of our worth in terms of what we 
do and our performance, then we can easily fall into a 
performance approach with God - as if we have to somehow 
earn the privilege of being the children of God.  
 

When Jesus teaches the disciples to pray, he begins by telling 
them to address God as their Father. Think about how amazing 
this must have been for the disciples to hear. God was the 
Father of Israel, and now Jesus is encouraging them to approach 
God as their own very Father  - Abba. 
 

This is the greatest giŌ Jesus gave us that we are able to call God 
our Father and we can be secure in knowing that we are His 
beloved sons and daughters. This is the core of our idenƟty, the 
foundaƟon of our existence.  And it is through prayer and 
reading of the Bible we come to know who He is and who we 
are. We may fall short of what He is expecƟng of us, but it does 
not affect our idenƟty. God is sƟll our Father and we are His 
children.  
 

As children of a  loving God, we are able to share the mission He 
has entrusted to us from a relaƟonship with Him, and not for a 
relaƟonship with Him. We do His work because of His love for us 
and not to get His love.  

 

Everyday let us pray this 
prayer slowly and several 
Ɵmes, lingering over every 
word in this prayer.

CONVERSATION WITH GOD 
 

 Prayer is our focus this weekend. In the 
Gospel, Jesus gives his disciples, and us, the 
Lord’s Prayer, which we have cherished through 
the centuries. The first two words encompass 
much about our faith—unity among all ChrisƟans 
(Our), and a sense that we are in a deeply 
bonded relaƟonship with God (Father). 
 

 In Genesis, we see Abraham in 
conversaƟonal prayer, in his creaturely humility 
before his Creator, seeking mercy and 
compassion for the innocent. The psalm is a 
lyrical prayer of thanksgiving and praise for the 
God who answered the sincere prayers of a 
people who had called out for help, showing 
them mercy. In Luke’s Gospel, the disciples want 
to pray like Jesus, with the same inƟmacy—to 
experience God as Abba in the depths of their 
being.  
 

 Do we try to talk to God? Do we listen for 
answers? This relaƟonship is always a work in 
progress.
