Mission and Purpose - Foster a sense of belonging in the Church for people of all abilities, Help participants recognize their own
spiritual identity and relationship with God. Create a welcoming space for prayer, catechesis and community

Faith Formation Approach - Uses sensory-based learning: sight, sound, symbols and movement to awaken spiritual awareness.
Lessons are adapted to each person’s cognitive and emotional rhythm. Encourages sacramental participation at a pace that respects

individual needs.

Community Integration - Builds friendships between participants and catechists. Promotes inclusion in parish life- not just in faith
formation, but in liturgy and social events
