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A major theme in the Gospel of Luke is the importance of the care of the poor in the life of discipleship. In the 
parable found in today's Gospel, Jesus contrasts the life of a rich man and the poor man, Lazarus, who lives in   
the shadow of the rich man and his wealth. Both die. Lazarus finds himself in heaven; the rich man in the         
netherworld. The rich man asks for assistance from Lazarus in his torment. But Abraham reminds the rich man    
of the good things he had in his life and describes the current situation as a reversal of fortunes. The rich man then 
asks that Lazarus be sent to warn his family, but this is denied with the reminder that Moses and the prophets  
have warned of judgment for those who neglect the care of the poor. 
 

In the context of Luke's Gospel, this parable, delivered in the presence of a crowd of listeners, is part of Jesus'   
response to some Pharisees. These Pharisees are described in Luke's Gospel as “loving money.” (Note: The      
Pharisees were followers of a sect of Judaism active before, during, and after Jesus' lifetime. They taught an oral 
interpretation of the Law of Moses as the basis for popular Jewish piety. They put less emphasis on Temple     
worship and more on applying the law to everyday life. Though they are often portrayed negatively in the       
Gospels, they shared many of Jesus' and the early Church's concerns about the law.) Jesus observed that the      
actions of some Pharisees betrayed misplaced priorities: they spoke one way, but acted in another. The story of  
the rich man and Lazarus demonstrates the importance of the care of the poor and is a reminder to those who 
would follow Jesus of the unimportance of wealth in the eyes of God. 
 

 

Głównym tematem Ewangelii Św. Łukasza jest znaczenie troski o ubogich w życiu ucznia. W przypowieści 
zawartej w dzisiejszej Ewangelii, Jezus przeciwstawia życie bogatego człowieka i ubogiego Łazarza, który żyje w 
cieniu bogacza i jego bogactwa. Obaj umierają. Łazarz trafia do nieba, a bogacz do piekła. Bogacz prosi Łazarza o 
pomoc w swojej męce. Ale Abraham przypomina bogatemu człowiekowi o dobrych rzeczach, które miał w swoim 
życiu, i opisuje obecną sytuację jako odwrócenie losu. Bogaty człowiek prosi wtedy, aby Łazarz został wysłany, 
aby ostrzec jego rodzinę, ale zostaje to odrzucone z przypomnieniem, że Mojżesz i prorocy ostrzegali przed sądem 
dla tych, którzy zaniedbują troskę o ubogich. 
 

W kontekście Ewangelii Św. Łukasza ta przypowieść, wygłoszona w obecności słuchającego tłumu, jest częścią 
odpowiedzi Jezusa skierowanej do niektórych faryzeuszy. Faryzeusze ci są opisani w Ewangelii Św. Łukasza jako 
„kochający pieniądze”. (Uwaga: Faryzeusze byli wyznawcami sekty judaizmu działającej przed, w trakcie i po 
życiu Jezusa. Nauczali oni ustnej interpretacji Prawa Mojżeszowego jako podstawy popularnej pobożności 
żydowskiej. Kładli mniejszy nacisk na kult świątynny, a większy na stosowanie prawa w życiu codziennym.  
Chociaż w Ewangeliach są oni często przedstawiani w negatywnym świetle, podzielali oni wiele obaw Jezusa i 
wczesnego Kościoła dotyczących prawa). Jezus zauważył, że działania niektórych faryzeuszy zdradzały 
niewłaściwe priorytety: mówili oni jedno, a postępowali inaczej. Historia bogacza i Łazarza pokazuje, jak ważna 
jest troska o ubogich, i przypomina tym, którzy chcą naśladować Jezusa, że bogactwo nie ma znaczenia w oczach 
Boga.

This Week’s Gospel: Luke 16:19-31 

 

Jesus said to the Pharisees: "There was a rich man who dressed in purple garments and fine linen and dined sumptuously each day. 
And lying at his door was a poor man named Lazarus, covered with sores, who would gladly have eaten his fill of the scraps that fell 
from the rich man's table. Dogs even used to come and lick his sores. When the poor man died, he was carried away by angels to the  
bosom of Abraham. The rich man also died and was buried, and from the netherworld, where he was in torment, he raised his eyes and 
saw Abraham far off and Lazarus at his side. And he cried out, 'Father Abraham, have pity on me. Send Lazarus to dip the tip of his   
finger in water and cool my tongue, for I am suffering torment in these flames.' Abraham replied, 'My child, remember that you received 
what was good during your lifetime while Lazarus likewise received what was bad; but now he is comforted here, whereas you are     
tormented. Moreover, between us and you a great chasm is established to prevent anyone from crossing who might wish to go from our 
side to yours or from your side to ours.' He said, 'Then I beg you, father, send him to my father's house, for I have five brothers, so that 
he may warn them, lest they too come to this place of torment.' But Abraham replied, 'They have Moses and the prophets. Let them listen 
to them.' He said, 'Oh no, father Abraham, but if someone from the dead goes to them, they will repent.' Then Abraham said, 'If they will 
not listen to Moses and the prophets, neither will they be persuaded if someone should rise from the dead.'"
