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On the Feast of All Souls, we pray for the souls of all those who have died. There are many choices of readings for this day, 
all focusing on our belief in the resurrection of the dead and Jesus' promise of eternal life. The Gospel story of the raising of 
Lazarus offers us many important insights about this aspect of our faith. 
 

Jesus was good friends with Lazarus and his sisters, Martha and Mary. Lazarus had fallen ill, and Martha and Mary had sent 
word to Jesus. Jesus delays his journey to them, however, and when he arrives in Bethany, he finds that Lazarus is dead and 
has been buried for four days. 
 

The scene described at Bethany is a sad one; Lazarus and his family have many friends who have come to mourn his death. 
Martha goes out to meet Jesus when he arrives. She cries with him, saying that if Jesus had been there, Lazarus would not 
have died. Yet she remains confident that God will do whatever Jesus asks. Jesus consoles her with the promise that Lazarus 
would rise from the dead. Martha affirms her belief that there will be resurrection of the dead in the last days. Jesus promises 
her even more; he says that he himself is the Resurrection and the life for all those who believe in him. Martha professes her 
faith in this, acknowledging that Jesus is Christ, the Son of God. 
 

This is the profession of faith we continue to make, and it is the promise on which we base our hope for eternal life for 
ourselves and for all those who have died. In his death and Resurrection, Jesus has conquered death for all those who believe 
in him. 
 

We believe that we continue to share a relationship with those who have died. When we pray for the souls of the faithful 
departed, we are praying for those whose souls are journeying through purgatory, being prepared for eternal life in heaven. 
We believe that our prayers for them will help to speed their journey to eternal life with God in heaven. 
 

W Dzień Zaduszny modlimy się za dusze wszystkich zmarłych. Istnieje wiele możliwości wyboru czytania na ten dzień, a 
wszystkie skupiają się na naszej wierze w zmartwychwstanie i obietnicy Jezusa dotyczącej życia wiecznego. Ewangeliczna 
opowieść o wskrzeszeniu Łazarza dostarcza nam wielu ważnych spostrzeżeń dotyczących tego aspektu naszej wiary. 
 

Jezus był dobrym przyjacielem Łazarza i jego sióstr, Marty i Marii. Łazarz zachorował, a Marta i Maria wysłały wiadomość 
do Jezusa. Jezus opóźnia jednak swoją podróż do nich, a kiedy przybywa do Betanii, dowiaduje się, że Łazarz nie żyje i 
został pochowany cztery dni temu. 
 

Scena opisana w Betanii jest smutna; Łazarz i jego rodzina mają wielu przyjaciół, którzy przybyli opłakiwać jego śmierć. 
Marta wychodzi na spotkanie Jezusa, gdy ten przybywa. Płacze wraz z nim, mówiąc, że gdyby Jezus był tam, Łazarz nie 
umarłby. Pozostaje jednak przekonana, że Bóg uczyni wszystko, o co poprosi Jezus. Jezus pociesza ją obietnicą, że Łazarz 
powstanie z martwych. Marta potwierdza swoją wiarę, że w dniach ostatecznych nastąpi zmartwychwstanie umarłych. Jezus 
obiecuje jej jeszcze więcej; mówi, że On sam jest zmartwychwstaniem i życiem dla wszystkich, którzy w niego wierzą. 
Marta wyznaje swoją wiarę w to, uznając, że Jezus jest Chrystusem, Synem Bożym. 
 

Jest to wyznanie wiary, które nieustannie składamy, i jest to obietnica, na której opieramy naszą nadzieję na życie wieczne 
dla nas samych i dla wszystkich, którzy odeszli. Poprzez swoją śmierć i zmartwychwstanie Jezus pokonał śmierć dla 
wszystkich, którzy w Niego wierzą. 
 

Wierzymy, że nadal pozostajemy w relacji z tymi, którzy odeszli. Kiedy modlimy się za dusze wiernych zmarłych, modlimy 
się za tych, których dusze przechodzą przez czyściec, przygotowując się do życia wiecznego w niebie. Wierzymy, że nasze 
modlitwy za nich pomogą im przyspieszyć ich drogę do życia wiecznego z Bogiem w niebie.
