Fr. Matt’s December Reflections & Prayer of the Month 
If you're looking for a unique and lesser known Advent prayer for Catholics, this is the one! 
It's called The Novena to St. Anne and St. Joachim.  They are the parents of the Virgin 
Mary and grandparents of Jesus, and the prayer is a meaningful devotion to pray during 
Advent.  By honoring these holy figures, we recognize the deep roots of Jesus’ family 
heritage and the faith that shaped Mary, the Mother of God. Praying this novena invites 
us to reflect on the importance of family, tradition, and the passing down of faith through 
generations. Through the intercession of St. Anne and St. Joachim, we ask for a heart 
ready to receive Christ this Christmas and for grace to build a legacy of faith within our 
own families.
