De la mesa de la palabra vamos a la mesa eucarística. La 
Constitución sobre la Sagrada Liturgia tuvo eso en mente 
de forma muy clara al pedir que: “A fin de que la mesa de 
la palabra de Dios se prepare con más abundancia para los 
fieles ábranse con mayor amplitud los tesoros de la Biblia, 
de modo que, en un período determinado de años, se lean al 
pueblo las partes más significativas de la Sagrada Escritu-
ra”. Fue de esta manera que no sólo se reorganizó un nuevo 
Leccionario para la Iglesia Católica, sino que se le dio una 
importancia aún mayor a la lectura de la Biblia, no sólo en 
el contexto de la liturgia, sino en toda la vida de la Iglesia. 
Esta reforma litúrgica hizo posible que la comunidad de 
creyentes conociera los evangelios de Mateo, los de Mar-
cos, Lucas y Juan. En números claros, antes del Concilio 
Vaticano II sólo se proclamaba el 5% del Evangelio de 
Marcos y, del Antiguo Testamento, sólo se proclamaban 
258 versículos, de los 25,044 versículos que lo componen, 
es decir, sólo el 1%. Un gran paso, sin duda.
