THIRST

There is thirst, as we feel when we need a glass of water, and then there is the
sort of thirst about which Jesus speaks with the Samaritan woman at the well. The
conversation started on the level of the sort of thirst that is quenched by a soothing
drink. Yet, the conversation between Jesus and the woman quickly became about
a deeper sort of thirst, the yearning for spiritual nourishment. The Israelites fussed
about being thirsty, yet their thirst also had a spiritual dimension. Was the Lord with
them or not, they wondered? On this Third Sunday of Lent, the elect participate
in the first of three scrutinies as they prepare for the living waters of baptism. We
share their thirst and open our hearts to the living water that Jesus offers, the water

of life, hope, and peace.
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ARE YOU THIRSTY?

Do you feel unsettled or sense that life is about more than the daily details that fill
your time, energy, and attention? Are you anxious or worried and yearn for peace?
Is there an ache in your heart that longs for relief? The thirst for meaning, purpose,
peace, and solace is real. We humans have a tendency to seek relief from such thirst
with wealth, material things, or social status, failing to recognize that these things are
fleeting. We may distract ourselves with constant activity, keeping ourselves busy
and preoccupied rather than allowing ourselves to acknowledge the yearning in our

hearts. We fail to see that only Christ can quench our thirst.

LET JESUS QUENCH YOUR THIRST

It was likely hot in the midday sun on the day that Jesus encountered the woman at
the well. Scholars tell us that she must have been shunned by the other women in the
community, leading her to avoid the cooler early morning time when others filled their
jugs. Add to this that Jews and Samaritans shared longstanding animosity toward
one another. No wonder she was surprised and perplexed when Jesus asked for a
drink. Yet she did not run away. Jesus sought her out and she opened her heart and
mind to his offer of salvation. Jesus seeks us out, too. Our Lord desires that we open
our hearts and minds to the fullness of love, forgiveness, mercy, and peace that is
only found in God. For what do you thirst at this time? Compassion, justice, conso-
lation? Only Christ can truly quench your
thirst. Jesus desires to do so. Open your
heart today; “hope does not disappoint,
because the love of God has been poured
out into our hearts through the Holy Spirit
who has been given to us” (Romans 5:5).

,Gdy zas§ mezczyzna i jego zona ustyszeli kroki Boga — Jahwe przechadzajgcego sie po ogrodzie, [...] skryli sie
przed Bogiem — Jahwe wsréd drzew ogrodu” (Rdz 3,8). Potrzeba ukrycia sie wskazuje na to, ze w gtebi wstydu,
ktory wzajemnie im sie udzielit jako bezposredni owoc drzewa poznania dobra i zta, dojrzat lek wobec Boga —
lek, ktérego przedtem nie znali. ,Bog— Jahwe zawotat na mezczyzne i zapytat go: «Gdzie jestes?» On
odpowiedziat: «Ustyszatem Twdj gtos w ogrodzie, przestraszytem sie, bo jestem nagi, i ukrytem sie»” (Rdz 3,9-
10). Do istoty wstydu zawsze nalezy jakis$ lek — jednakze ten pierworodny wstyd w szczegdlnej mierze odstania
oblicze leku: ,przestraszytem sie, bo jestem nagi”. Czujemy, ze chodzi tu o cos gtebszego niz sam tylko wstyd
ciala potgczony ze swiezo uswiadomiong jego nagoscig. Mezczyzna usituje wstydem swej nagosci pokry¢
wiasciwe zrédto leku. Poniekgd wskazuje na skutek, aby nie nazwa¢ po imieniu samej przyczyny. | wtedy Bog —
Jahwe czyni to za niego: ,Ktdz ci powiedziat, ze jestes nagi? Czy moze zjadtes z drzewa, z ktdrego ci zakazatem
jes¢?” (Rdz 3,11).

2 Przejmujgca jest precyzja tego dialogu, przejmujgca precyzja catego opisu. Ujawnia ona powierzchnie ludzkich
przezy¢ w ten sposob, ze odstania zarazem ich gtebie. Wsrod tego wszystkiego ,nagos¢” ma nie tylko znaczenie
dostowne, nie tylko odnosi sie do ciata i nie tylko ze wzgledu na ciato jest zrodtem zawstydzenia. Oto przez
,Nagos¢” ujawnia sie cztowiek pozbawiony uczestnictwa w Darze, cztowiek wyobcowany z tej Mitosci, ktéra byta
zrodtem pierwotnego obdarowania, zrédtem petnej miary dobra przeznaczonej dla stworzenia. Cziowiek ten,
wedle formut teologicznego nauczania Kosciota, =zostat pozbawiony daréw nadprzyrodzonych i
pozaprzyrodzonych, ktére nalezaty do jego ,wyposazenia” przed grzechem, doznat tez uszczerbku w tym, co
nalezy do samej natury, do cziowieczenstwa, w pierwotnej petni ,Bozego daru”. Trojaka pozadliwos¢ nie
odpowiada petni tego obrazu, ale wtasnie owym uszczerbkom, brakom i ograniczeniom, ktdre pojawity sie wraz z
grzechem. Pozadliwos¢ ttumaczy sie brakiem. Brak zapuszcza jednak swe korzenie w pierwotnej gtebi ludzkiego
ducha. Jesli prébujemy to Sledzi¢ u samego poczatku, na progu doswiadczen cziowieka ,historycznego”, musimy
wzigé pod uwage zaréwno wszystkie stowa Boga — Jahwe wypowiedziane do niewiasty (Rdz 3,16) i do
mezczyzny (Rdz 3,17-19), musimy réwniez podda¢ analizie stan swiadomosci obojga, co tekst jahwistyczny
wyraznie nam utatwia. Juz wczesniej zwrdéciliSmy uwage na jego literackg specyfike w tym wzgledzie.

3 Jaki stan swiadomos$ci moze wyrazac sie w tych stowach: ,przestraszytem sie, bo jestem nagi, i ukrytem sie?”
Jakiej prawdzie wewnetrznej stowa te odpowiadajg? O jakim poczuciu sensu wlasnego ciata $wiadczg? Z
pewnoscig jest to stan gteboko réznigcy sie od pierwotnego. Stowa z Ksiegi Rodzaju 3,10 $wiadczg wprost i
bezposrednio o radykalnej wrecz zmianie znaczenia pierwotnej nagosci. W stanie pierwotnej niewinnosci nagosc
ta — jak stwierdzilismy juz dawniej — nie byta wyrazem braku, oznaczata ona petng akceptacje ciata w catej
cztowieczej, a wiec osobowej prawdzie tego ciata. Ciato jako wyraz osoby byto pierwszym znakiem obecnosci
cztowieka w widzialnym sSwiecie. W Swiecie tym cziowiek potrafit od poczatku wyodrebni¢ siebie, jakby
»wyosobni¢” — czyli potwierdzi¢ jako osobe — réwniez przez swoje ciato. Nosito ono na sobie jakby widoczny rys
tej transcendencji, mocg ktérej cztowiek jako osoba przerasta widzialny swiat istot zyjgcych (animalia). W tym
znaczeniu ciato ludzkie byto od poczatku wiernym swiadkiem i wrazliwym sprawdzianem pierwotnej ,samotnosci”
cztowieka w Swiecie, stajgc sie zarazem przez swg meskos¢ i kobiecos¢ przejrzystym wymiarem wzajemnego
obdarowania w komunii oséb. W ten sposob ciato ludzkie w tajemnicy stworzenia nosito na sobie
niepowatpiewalne znamie ,obrazu Boga”, stanowito tez swoiste Zrodto pewnosci tego obrazu wyrazonego w
catym cziowieczenstwie. Pierwotna akceptacja ciata byta poniekgd podstawg akceptacji swiata widzialnego w
jego szczytowym punkcie. Dawata ona z kolei cztowiekowi gwarancje panowania nad Swiatem, nad ziemig, ktorg
miat czyni¢ sobie poddang (por. Rdz 1,28).

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uktadu. Cziowiek traci niejako te pierwotng pewnosc¢
,obrazu Boga” wyrazong w swoim ciele. Traci tez
niejako poczucie prawa do udziatu w tej widzialnosci
Swiata, jakg cieszyt sie w tajemnicy stworzenia. Prawo
to znajdowato swag podstawe w gtebi cztowieka, w tym,
ze on sam uczestniczyt w Boskim oglgdzie Swiata i
swego wilasnego czlowieczenstwa, co dawato mu
gteboki pokoj i rados¢ przezywania prawdy i wartosci
swego ciata, w catej tej prostocie, jakg przejeto ono do
Stworcy: ,widziat Bog, ze byto bardzo dobre” (Rdz 1,31).

Stowa Ksiegi Rodzaju 3,10: ,przestraszytem sie, bo
jestem nagi, i ukrytem sie” mowig o zatamaniu sie tej
pierwotnej akceptacji ciata jako znaku osoby w
widzialnym $wiecie. Wraz z tym zdaje sie ulegac
zachwianiu akceptacja swiata materialnego w relacji do
cztowieka. Stowa Boga — Jahwe zapowiadajg jakby
wrogos¢ swiata, opor przyrody w stosunku do cztowieka
i jego zadan, zapowiadajg trud, jakiego dozna ludzkie
ciato w zetknieciu z poddang sobie ziemig (por. Rdz
3,17-19: ,przekleta niech bedzie ziemia z twego
powodu: w trudzie bedziesz zdobywat od niej
pozywienie dla siebie po wszystkie dni twego zycia.
Ciern i oset bedzie ci ona rodzita, a przeciez pokarmem
twym sg ptody roli. W pocie wiec oblicza twego bedziesz
musiat zdobywac pozywienie, poki nie wrdcisz do ziemi,
z ktérej zostates wziety”). Kresem tego trudu, tego
zmagania sie cziowieka z ziemig, jest sSmier¢: ,bo
prochem jestes i w proch sie obrocisz” (Rdz 3,19).

W tym kontekscie, a raczej w tej perspektywie, stowa
Ksiegi Rodzaju 3,10: ,przestraszytem sie, bo jestem
nagi, i ukrytem sie” zdajg sie wyraza¢ jakby poczucie
bezbronnosci cztowieka wobec Swiata, bezbronnosci
catej jego somatycznej struktury wobec procesow
przyrody dziatajgcych z nieuchronng koniecznoscia.
Moze wiec tkwi w tej przejmujgcej wypowiedzi jakis
2wstyd kosmiczny”, w ktérym dochodzi do gtosu istota
stworzona ,na obraz Boga”, powotana do tego, aby
.Ziemie czyni¢c sobie poddang”, aby nad nig
.panowa¢” (por. Rdz 1,18), a ktéra zarazem — u
poczatku swych historycznych doswiadczen, w tak
