Consent “Is it your will...?
N., I baptize you in the name of the Father, and of the Son,
and of the Holy Spirit.
immerse or pour water three times
Acclamation [Not new, but now included in place]
“Blessed be God, who chose you in Christ” [21 options]

EXPLANATORY RITES
Anointing after Baptism (Chrism on head)
Clothing with a White Garment
Handing On of a Lighted Candle
Candle lit from the Paschal Candle

[EPHPHATHA]
At discretion of celebrant, optional in USA

Touches the ears and mouth of each child or prays over all

CONCLUSION OF THE RITE

Procession to the Altar (with Canticle)

Solemn Blessing of mothers, fathers, assembly
Dismissal
Canticle of joy and thanksgiving [Magnificat or other]
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
