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Today’s Gospel Reflection - Matthew 5:17-37

I have not come to abolish the law and the prophets but to fulfill them.

Matthew continues the Sermon on the Mount with a three part instruction by Jesus on the Way of Life in the kingdom of heaven. To-
day’s reading is part one and deals with the Law. Part two deals with worship and religious practice and contains the Lord’s Prayer. Part
three deals with trusting God and deeds of loving service to our neighbor.

When Matthew speaks of “the Law and the prophets” he means the whole Scripture. When the Messiah brings the fullness of the king-
dom none of scripture will be done away with. He requires his followers to go beyond the Law by doing more than the Law requires.

The Law condemned murder. Jesus condemns anger. The Law condemned adultery. Jesus condemns even lustful looks. As Jewish Chris-
tians who had always been faithful to the Law Matthew’s community need a way to understand the difference Jesus and the kingdom he
brings have made.

The written scriptures and their interpretation in tradition are surpassed by Jesus whose life and teaching are the definitive revelation of
the will of God.

Reflexion del Evangelio de hoy - Mateo 5:17-37

No he venido a abolir la ley y a los profetas, sino a cumplirlos.

Mateo continta el Sermdn del Monte con una instruccidn en tres partes de Jesus sobre el Camino de Vida en el reino de los cielos. La
lectura de hoy es la primera parte y trata sobre la Ley. La segunda parte trata sobre el culto y la practica religiosa y contiene el Padre Nues-
tro. La tercera parte trata sobre confiar en Dios y las acciones de servicio amoroso al préjimo.

Cuando Mateo habla de "la Ley y los profetas" se refiere a toda la Escritura. Cuando el Mesias traiga la plenitud del reino, ninguna escri-
tura sera eliminada. Exige a sus seguidores que vayan mas alla de la Ley haciendo mas de lo que la Ley exige.

La Ley condenaba el asesinato. Jesus condena la ira. La Ley condenaba el adulterio. Jesus condena incluso las miradas lujuriosas. Como
cristianos judios que siempre han sido fieles a la Ley, la comunidad de Mateo necesita una forma de entender la diferencia que Jesus y el
reino que trae han supuesto.

Las escrituras escritas y su interpretacion en la tradicién son superadas por Jesus, cuya vida y ensefianza son la revelacién definitiva de la
voluntad de Dios.
