From the Pastor, Fr. Anthony Mendoza

Through Our Bodies We Enter a “Communion of Persons”

We have been discussing the “Theology of the Body,” the great
vision of the dignity of the human person, as expressed by St. Pope
John Paul II. The Pope took three Bible passages as his starting point
1 for this rich theology. We have been considering the first of those
passages, the Gospel of Mark, Chapter 10. When the Pharisees asked
Jesus if it was lawful for a man to divorce his wife, He told them to
look back at how things were “in the beginning,” as found in the
narrative of Adam and Eve. Before sin, Adam felt “original solitude”:
It wasn’t simply that he was the only one of his species in the world,
it was that he was the only visible person in the world! When God
created the first woman, Eve, Adam could see by her bodily actions
that she was a person, like himself, and therefore she was a suitable
companion for himself.

But both Adam and Eve could also realize that their bodies were different from each other. In their
nakedness, they discovered what St. John Paul called “the spousal meaning of the body.” Adam’s body
as a man did not make sense by himself, nor did Eve’s body as a woman. But their physical
complementarity was a SIGN that they were meant to be a loving gift to each other, AS PERSONS.

This meant much more than a mere physical union, as is true of the animals. A male person and a female
person, in the complete, free mutual gift of themselves to each other which is marriage, express a
common union of persons, that is, a loving “communion of persons,” of which their physical intimacy is
a sign. Pope John Paul II says that this “communion of persons” is a sign of the great mystery of God
Himself, Who is an eternal communion of love (See Catechism of the Catholic Church, 221). This
certainly does NOT imply in any way that the exchange of love of the Holy Trinity involves a bodily
union. But since God created us as bodily creatures, it is through our bodies that we can express the
unique, self-giving love of persons and enter into a kind of a union with other persons (a “communion of
persons”). A mother might show that self-giving love by cooking a meal for her family. A father might
show that self-giving love by working hard to provide for his children. A single person might show that
self-giving love by spending time visiting a sick friend. In each of these ways, our self-giving love to
others is meant to be a sign of the perfect love of the Holy Trinity.

Why is it so important for us as persons to enter into a “communion” with other persons, such as
unions of marriage, family, friendship and community? Because in God’s plan, every true union of
persons helps to purify our hearts and prepare them for the ultimate “communion of persons,” which will
be the union with God and all His family in heaven!

But St. John Paul turned to another Bible verse to discuss why a true “communion of persons” is
often difficult for us: [Jesus said] "You have heard that it was said, "You shall not commit adultery.

But I say to you, everyone who looks at a woman with lust has already committed adultery with her in
his heart.” (Mt. 5: 27-28)

A true “communion of persons” means a free self-giving of oneself to
another, which requires the recognition of the other as a person with great
dignity. But lust means treating another person as a mere object of one’s
desires, which in effect is a denial of their dignity and is totally opposed to
a true “communion of persons.”

/ - A Través de Nuestros Cuerpos Entramos en
una “Comunion de Personas”

Hemos estado reflexionando sobre la “Teologia del
Cuerpo,” la gran vision sobre la dignidad de la persona
humana, tal como la expresé San Juan Pablo II. El Papa
tomo tres pasajes biblicos como punto de partida para esta
rica teologia. Hemos estado considerando el primero de
esos pasajes, el Evangelio de Marcos, capitulo 10. Cuando
los fariseos preguntaron a Jesus si era licito que un hombre
se divorciara de Su esposa, EI les dijo que miraran como
eran las cosas “al principio,” como se relata en la historia de

. Adan y Eva. Antes del pecado, Adan experimento la
“soledad original”: no era simplemente que €l fuera el unico de su especie en el mundo, sino que era la
unica persona visible en el mundo. Cuando Dios cred a la primera mujer, Eva, Adan pudo ver, por
medio de las acciones corporales de ella, que era una persona, como €l mismo, y por tanto era una
compaiiera adecuada para él.

Pero tanto Adan como Eva también pudieron darse cuenta de que sus cuerpos eran dlferentes
En su desnudez, descubrieron lo que San Juan Pablo llamé “el significado esponsal del cuerpo.”

El cuerpo de Adan como hombre no tenia sentido por si solo, ni tampoco el cuerpo de Eva como mujer.
Pero su complementariedad fisica era una SENAL de que estaban destinados a ser un don amoroso el
uno para el otro, COMO PERSONAS. Esto significaba mucho mas que una simple union fisica, como
sucede con los animales. Un hombre y una mujer, en el don mutuo completo y I|bre de si mismos, que
es el matrlmonlo expresan una union comun de personas, es decir, una amorosa comunlon de
personas,’ " de la cual su intimidad fisica es un signo. San Juan Pablo II dice que esta “comunion de
personas” es un signo del gran misterio de Dios mismo, Quien es una comunion eterna de amor (ver
Catecismo de la Iglesia Catdlica, 221). Esto ciertamente NO implica de ninguna manera que el
intercambio de amor en la Santisima Trinidad involucre una unién corporal. Pero, como Dios nos cred
como criaturas corporales, es a través de nuestros cuerpos que podemos expresar el amor unico y
desinteresado de las personas y entrar en una especie de unidn con otras personas (una “comunion de
personas”). Una madre puede demostrar ese amor desinteresado cocinando una comida para su
familia. Un padre puede mostrar ese amor desinteresado trabajando arduamente para proveer a sus
hijos. Una persona soltera puede mostrar ese amor desinteresado visitando a un amigo enfermo. En
cada uno de estos ejemplos, nuestro amor desinteresado hacia los demas esta llamado a ser un signo
del amor perfecto de la Santisima Trinidad.

¢Por qué es tan importante para nosotros como personas entrar en una “comunion” con otras
personas, como las uniones del matrimonio, la familia, la amistad y la comunidad? Porque en el plan de
DIOS toda verdadera unlon de personas ayuda a purlﬁcar nuestro corazdn y a prepararlo para la

“comunion de personas” definitiva, que sera la union con Dios y con toda Su familia en el cielo.
Pero San Juan Pablo recurrid a otro pasaje biblico para explicar por qué una verdadera
“comunion de personas” a menudo nos resulta dificil:
Jesus dijo "Han oido que se dijo: 'No cometeras adulterio.' Pero yo les digo que todo el que mira a una
mujer con deseo ya comet|o adulterio con eIIa en su corazon.” (Mt. 5, 27-28)

Una verdadera “comunion de personas” implica un don libre y
total de uno mismo a otro, lo cual requiere el reconocimiento del otro
como una persona con gran dignidad. Pero la lujuria significa tratar a
otra persona como un mero objeto de deseo, lo cuaI en efecto, niega su
dignidad y es totalmente opuesto a una verdadera “comunién de
personas.”
