From the Pastor, Fr. Anthony Mendoza

God’s Great Gift to the
Blessed Virgin Mary

About 170 years ago, a teenager named Bernadette lived in
France. She suffered from a very bad case of asthma, so she often
missed school and she did very poorly in her classes. One day
Bernadette went looking for firewood for her poor family, when she
was very surprised to see a beautiful lady in the forest. The lady asked
Bernadette to pray and to do penance for sinners. Over the next few
weeks, many people came to the place where Bernadette continued to
see the lady, but only Bernadette could see her. One time when the lady
was speaking to Bernadette, a small spring of water began flowing.
That became the source of the famous waters of Lourdes. Hundreds of
people who have gone into those waters have claimed to have been
healed of different sicknesses.70 of those claims have been confirmed
by the Catholic Church as miraculous, as completely unexplainable
¥ by science.

‘ But the mysterious lady said something very surprising when
Bernadette asked for her name. She simply said, “I am the Immaculate
Conception.” Just 4 years earlier, Pope Pius IX had declared that the
Virgin Mary was the Immaculate Conception, but Bernadette, who
could not even read or write, could not have known this.

; The word “conception” means “beginning.” All of us were
conceived as very tiny unborn babies in our mothers, that is where our
life began. But there were two human beings who were NOT conceived

in their mothers, the first human beings, Adam and Eve.

God created Adam and Eve as adults, in perfect health of body and soul. God created them without any stain of
sin and without any inclination to sin. Adam and Eve both loved God as their heavenly Father, and they both
loved each other. God asked them to follow just one commandment out of love for Him. He told them not to eat
of the fruit of just one tree in the Garden of Eden. And what did they do? They ate it! That was the first sin in
human history, the Original Sin. Because Adam and Eve committed the Original Sin, all of us as descendants of
Adam and Eve were conceived with Original Sin.

That doesn’t mean that we committed that sin. It means that we bear the effects of Original Sin from the very
beginning of our existence, from the time we were conceived inside of our mothers as little tiny unborn babies.
Because of Original sin, all of us are inclined to sin, we are inclined to love ourselves too much, and we are
inclined to love God and to love others too little!

God the Son became one of us so that we could overcome the effects of Original Sin. Jesus became one of us
so that He could pay the price for our sins and to show us how much He loves us, and to offer us a share in His
love, especially through the Sacraments of the Church.

Because God knew beforehand that the Blessed Virgin Mary would be the mother of Jesus, He kept her free
from the stain of Original Sin from the first moment of her existence! It was by the sacrifice of Jesus on the Cross
that Mary was always kept free from the stain of Original Sin. So on December 8", we celebrate the Solemnity of
the Immaculate Conception, the great gift of God that He kept Mary free from Original Sin from the first moment
of her existence.

Why is this day so important to us? It is a great reminder that we should be at least free of all serious sin
(mortal sin) when we receive Jesus into ourselves in Holy Communion! But it is also a reminder of how much
Jesus loves His mother, and how much we should also love her! The Blessed Virgin Mary, under the title of the
Immaculate Conception, is the patroness of the United States, and December 8th is always a Holy Day of
Obligation for us in this country to attend Mass.

O Mary conceived without sin, pray for us who have recourse to thee!

El Gran Regalo de Dios
a la Santisima Virgen Maria

Hace unos 170 afios, una adolescente llamada Bernardita
vivia en Francia. Ella sufria de un caso muy grave de asma, por lo
que con frecuencia faltaba a la escuela y le iba muy mal en sus
clases. Un dia, Bernardita salié a buscar lefia para su familia
pobre, cuando se sorprendié al ver a una hermosa Sefiora en el
bosque. La Sefora le pidi6 a Bernardita que rezara y que hiciera
penitencia por los pecadores. Durante las siguientes semanas,
muchas personas acudieron al lugar donde Bernardita seguia
viendo a la Sefiora, pero solamente Bernardita podia verla. Una
vez, mientras la Senora hablaba con Bernardita, comenzo a
brotar un pequefio manantial de agua. Ese manantial se convirtié
en la fuente de las famosas aguas de Lourdes. Cientos de
personas que han entrado a esas aguas han afirmado haber sido
sanadas de diversas enfermedades. Setenta de esos casos han
sido confirmados por la Iglesia Catdlica como milagrosos,
completamente inexplicables para la ciencia.

Pero la Sefiora misteriosa dijo algo muy sorprendente
cuando Bernardita le pregunté su nombre.

de cuerpo y alma. Dios los cred sin ninguna mancha de pecado y sin ninguna inclinacién al pecado. Adan y Eva
amaban a Dios como su Padre celestial, y se amaban mutuamente. Dios les pidid que siguieran un solo
mandamiento por amor a El: ho comer "del fruto de un solo arbol del Jardin del Edén. &Y qué hicieron? iLo
comieron! Ese fue el primer pecado en la historia humana, el Pecado Original. Debido a que Adan y Eva
coom_etlelron el Pecado Original, todos nosotros, como descendientes de ellos, fuimos concebidos con el Pecado

riginal.

Eso no significa que nosotros cometimos ese pecado. Significa que llevamos las consecuencias del
Pecado Original desde el inicio mismo de nuestra existencia, desde cuando fuimos concebidos dentro del seno de
nuestras madres como pequenisimos bebés no nacidos. A causa del Pecado Original, todos estamos inclinados a
gecar estamos inclinados a amarnos demasiado a nosotros mismos y a amar demasiado poco a Dios y a los

emas.

El Hijo de Dios se hizo uno de nosotros para que pudiéramos superar los efectos del Pecado Original.
Jesus se hizo hombre para pagar el precio de nuestros pecados, para mostrarnos cuanto nos ama y para
ofrecernos una participacion en su amor, especialmente a través de los Sacramentos de la Iglesia.

Como Dios sabia de antemano que la Santisima Virgen Maria seria la madre de JesUs, la preservé de la
mancha del Pecado Original desde el primer instante de su existencia. Fue por el sacrificio de Jesus en la cruz
que Maria fue preservada siempre de la mancha del Pecado Original. Por eso, el 8 de diciembre celebramos la
Solemnidad de la Inmaculada Concepcidn, el gran regalo de Dios de haber conservado a Maria libre del Pecado
Original desde el primer momento de su existencia.

¢Por qué es tan importante este dia para nosotros? Es un gran recordatorio de que debemos estar libres
de todo pecado grave (pecado mortal) cuando recibimos a Jesus en la Sagrada Comunion. Pero también nos
recuerda cuanto ama Jesus a su Madre, y cuanto deberiamos amarla nosotros también.
