From the Pastor, Fr. Anthony Mendoza

Baptism By Water, Fire,
and the Holy Spirit

If somebody dunks you in a river, it is natural to think
you might drown. That is why John the Baptist invited people
to let him baptize them in the river. “Baptism” literally means
“dunking.” The baptism of John meant that he actually dunked
people underwater in the river Jordan. John’s message to the
people was, “Be sorry for your sins. And show that you are
sorry for your sins by letting me dunk you in this river!”

The people who let themselves be dunked in the river were,
in effect, saying, “Yes, [ am a sinner and | deserve to be
punished I even deserve death. So I will let you dunk me in the
river as a sign that [ accept the punishment for my sins.” So
John dunked them, then he brought them up again out of the river. John’s baptlsm did NOT take away
their sins, it was just a sign that they were sorry for their sins.

But of course Jesus did not have any sins. Jesus asked to be baptized as a sign that He was
accepting the punishment for all of our sins, so that He could give us a new kind of baptism that WOULD
take away our sins.

John had told the people, “I am baptizing you with water, but One mightier than I is coming. He will
baptize you with the Holy Spirit and with fire.” (Mt. 3:11) We often think of fire as destructive, and it can
be, but fire also transforms things. Fire can change many foods that are poisonous into foods which we
can safely eat. Fire can also be used to purify gold, to take away its impurities. It is in this sense that John
said that somebody mightier than him would baptize us with fire. He meant that somebody would give us
a baptism that would take away our impurities and transform us into better people. John was talking
about the baptism Jesus would give to us, an immersion in the Holy Spirit, because the Holy Spirit
Himself is very much a fire. When we receive Christian baptism, the Holy Spirit takes away our sins,
similar to how fire takes away the impurities of gold. When we receive Christian baptism, the Holy Spirit
transforms us into adopted children of our Heavenly Father, as fire transforms some poisonous foods into
foods which are beneficial for us. And the Holy Spirit is also a fire in the sense that He is burning with
love for God the Father, God the Son, and even for all of us. That is the fire that Jesus wants to give to all
of us, so that we will also be burning with love for God and for all those who are created in God’s image
and likeness.

Before Jesus went to the Cross, He said, “There is a baptism with which I must be baptized, and how
great is my anguish until it is accomphshed' (Luke 12:50) Jesus was in angulsh to complete His mission,
to undergo a terrible baptism of suffering in order to pay the price for our sins, because Jesus was
Himself burning with love for His Heavenly Father and for us. Since Jesus was Himself baptized in the
Holy Spirit, this should tell us the great importance of the Holy Spirit in the mission God gives to each of
us.

We were baptized in water and in the fire of the Holy Spirit, but God is certainly not through with us.
Our selfishness must decrease and our love for others must increase, so that we can become the saints
God wants us to be. At every Holy Mass, we are present to the loving sacrifice of Jesus on the Cross,
when He went through a fire of suffering because He was burning with love for us. At every Holy Mass,
let us ask Jesus to purify our hearts and transform them by the power of the Holy Spirit, so that we will
also be burning with love for God and for each other!

Bautismo con Agua,
Fueqgo v el Espiritu Santo

Si alguien lo sumerge a uno en un rio, es natural
pensar que podria ahogarse. Por eso Juan el Bautista
invitaba a las personas a dejarse bautizar por él en el r|o
La palabra “bautismo” significa literalmente “inmersion”.

El bautismo de Juan consistia en sumergir realmente a
las personas bajo el agua del rio Jordan. El mensaje de
Juan al pueblo era: “Arrepiéntanse de sus pecados. Y
demuestren que estan arrepentidos dejando que yo los
sumerja en este rio”.

Las personas que se dejaban sumergir en el rio
estaban, en efecto, diciendo: “Si, soy pecador y merezco
ser castlgado |ncluso merezco la muerte. Por eso acepto
ser sumergido en el rio como sefial de que acepto el
castigo por mis pecados”. Entonces Juan los sumergia y
luego los hacia salir nuevamente del rio. El bautismo de
Juan NO quitaba los pecados; era solo un signo de
arrepentimiento.

Pero, por supuesto, JesUs no tenia pecado alguno. Jesus pidid ser bautizado como sefial de que
aceptaba el castigo por todos nuestros pecados, para poder darnos un nuevo tipo de bautismo que
SI quitaria los pecados.

Juan habia dicho al pueblo: “Yo los bautizo con agua, pero viene uno mas poderoso que yo.

El los bautizara con el Espiritu Santo y con fuego” (Mt 3,11). Muchas veces pensamos en el fuego como
algo destructivo, y puede serlo, pero el fuego también transforma. El fuego puede convertir muchos
alimentos venenosos en alimentos que podemos consumir con seguridad. El fuego tamblen se usa para
purificar el oro, eliminando sus impurezas. En este sentido Juan decia que alguien mas poderoso que él
nos bautizaria con fuego. Queria decir que alguien nos daria un bautismo que quitaria nuestras
impurezas y nos transformaria en personas mejores.

Juan se referia al bautismo que JesuUs nos daria: una inmersion en el Espiritu Santo, porque el
mismo Espiritu Santo es, en cierto sentido, un fuego. Cuando recibimos el bautismo crlst|ano el
Espiritu Santo quita nuestros pecados, de manera semejante a como el fuego elimina las impurezas del
oro. Cuando recibimos el bautismo cristiano, el Espiritu Santo nos transforma en hijos adoptivos de
nuestro Padre celestial, asi como el fuego transforma algunos alimentos venenosos en alimentos
beneficiosos. Y el Esplrltu Santo es también un fuego en el sentido de que arde de amor por Dios
Padre, Dios Hijo, y también por todos nosotros. Ese es el fuego que Jesus quiere darnos a todos, para
que también nosotros ardamos de amor por Dios y por todos los que han sido creados a imagen y
semejanza de Dios.

Antes de ir a la Cruz, Jesus dijo: “Hay un bautismo con el que debo ser bautizado, y iqué
angustia siento hasta que se cumpla!” (Lc 12,50). Jesus sentia una profunda angustia por cumplir su
misidn, por someterse a un terrible bautismo 'de 'sufrimiento para pagar el precio de nuestros pecados,
porque EI mismo ardia de amor por su Padre celestial y por nosotros. Puesto que Jesus mismo fue
bautizado en el Espiritu Santo, esto nos muestra la gran importancia del Espiritu Santo en la misidon que
Dios confia a cada uno de nosotros.

Hemos sido bautizados con agua y con el fuego del Espiritu Santo, pero Dios ciertamente ain no
ha terminado su obra en nosotros. Nuestro egoismo debe disminuir y nuestro amor por los demas debe
crecer, para que podamos llegar a ser los santos que Dios quiere que seamos. En cada Santa Misa,
estamos presentes ante el sacrificio amoroso de Jesus en la Cruz, cuando pasé por un fuego de
sufrimiento porque ardia de amor por nosotros. En cada Santa Mlsa pidamos a JesUs que purifique
nuestros corazones y los transforme con el poder del Espiritu Santo, para que también nosotros
ardamos de amor por Dios y los unos por los otros.
